Life aboard the cutter Sea Horse can be a strenuous but rewarding experience. Our operations schedule is very busy and you will have the opportunity to take part in some of the Coast Guards primary missions; such as Homeland Security, where you will be able to train and qualify as a .50 cal machine gunner. Law Enforcement; where, if you train as a member of the boarding team you will go aboard commercial fishing as well as recreational boats to enforce federal law and ensure safety. Our other main mission is Search & Rescue; aiding injured persons and assisting vessels in distress. 

The area around Portsmouth VA, where the cutter is home-ported is a largely military area with bases belonging to all the branches of the armed forces. It is a short car ride from Virginia Beach and the historic towns of Williamsburg and Yorktown as well as Busch Gardens amusement park.

A patrol boat is a great first unit, you will find that few units in the Coast Guard will give you the opportunities to see and do the things that you will be a part of on the Sea Horse.
