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1. Congratulations on your assignment to Coast Guard Station Manasquan Inlet.  All hands eagerly anticipate your arrival and we look forward to welcoming our newest shipmate.
2. As part of the Station’s company, you’ll join over 38 shipmates in serving New Jersey’s maritime community. Operating out of Point Pleasant Beach, New Jersey, you’ll be part of a team executing the Coast Guard’s Search and Rescue, Maritime Law Enforcement, Marine Environmental Protection, Recreational Boating Safety and Homeland Security missions. You’ll have the opportunity to grow and learn as a Coast Guard member, a seaman, and personally if you take advantage of the Jersey Shore’s fantastic recreational, educational and social environment. 
3. The Jersey Shore offers a vast potpourri of opportunities to you and your family if one accompanies you. During the summer months, the population consists of mainly tourists and retirees from Pennsylvania, New York, Delaware, and other parts of the United States. The weather has a wide range of both temperature, and humidity. In the summer, you can expect a sub-tropical climate with temperatures around 85 degrees, high humidity, and congested traffic on the weekends. By far, this is the busiest time of year for Station Manasquan Inlet. In the winter, the season seems to come to a close, summer cottages and restaurants are closed up and traffic is almost non existent. The temperature averages from 20 to 35 degree with a slight or no snow fall on the coast. The Atlantic Ocean’s usually sedate disposition makes it easy to enjoy boating, fishing, camping, hiking, canoeing, and other outdoor activities. If you prefer cultural pursuits, New York City is an hour and a half away which hosts a variety of Broadway Shows, concerts geared to all tastes, and other shows and events. The New Jersey transit system is about a mile from the station and takes you right into Penn Station, New York. 4. If you’re single and if available we’ll assign you quarters in Unaccompanied Personnel Housing. Soon after finishing your Boat Crew and Law Enforcement qualifications, you’ll be able to get Basic Allowance for Housing (BAH) and move out on the local economy. If you have dependents and want to apply for government quarters, please send a completed. CG-5267 Application for Assignment to Military Housing, a copy of your CG-4170 BAH Dependency Data generated from Direct Access, and a copy of your PCS orders to BMC Hjalmar Rivera, the unit’s XPO.
5. Please call and chat with your sponsor, (732) 899-0131. Your sponsor will fill you in on the Station’s schedule and routine and help you find any other information you need or want. Please don’t hesitate to call your sponsor soon and as often as you need to. If your sponsor isn’t available, please ask for the Executive Petty Officer BMC Hjalmar Rivera.  He’ll either answer your question(s) or redirect your call. 
6. Please report aboard with a full sea bag. Because of the mild year-round climate, you’ll generally only wear summer clothing and put your tropical uniforms to extensive use. 
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7. The Uniform Distribution Center is about a 2 hour drive depending on traffic which can be advantages for any uniform concerns you may have. Of course, within the civilian community you can shop at many shopping centers, stores, and several large malls. 
8. Once you arrive, you’ll start a Training, Qualification, and Certification Program. Your goals in priority order are to Qualify/Certify as a Communications/Dispatch Watch Stander, a Boat Crewmember/Engineer on the 47’ MLB, 25 DC-B, Boarding Team Member, and Boarding Officer as appropriate, depending on your rank and position at the station.
