MLB Station Oregon Inlet is located in the beautiful Outer Banks of North Carolina. Specifically we can be found on the Southwest point of the Cape Hatteras National Seashore Park on Bodie Island. Our area of Responsibility off shore covers 80 miles of coastline beginning at the Virginia-North Carolina border and extending south to halfway between the villages of Rodanthe and Avon and out 50 nautical miles. Inland we are responsible for the waters encompassing the Pamlico, Roanoke Croatan and Albemarle Sounds. In other words, we are responsible for a large area, covering waters with very diverse characteristics, all of which are heavily used by recreational and commercial vessels all year round. Off shore we have world famous bill fishing (Blue and White Marline and Sail Fish) as well as Tuna and Dorado that are caught in large numbers. Inshore there is a large variety of game fish ranging from Flounder to Stripped Bass and Drum. All of this adds up to approximately 100 Search and Rescue cases per year.

COMMUNITY: The Coast Guard has a long and proud history in the Outer Banks. While still known as the Life Saving Service we conducted thousands of rescues along these shores and saved hundreds of lives. In 1903 we helped Orville and Wilbur Wright as they proved to the world that powered flight was possible. Our legacy continues as we work with and assist our fellow mariners and protect our national resources.
Because of our great relationship with the local community we are often asked to participate in parades, local events, and school functions. We also have a group of volunteers that re-enact the Beach Apparatus Drill at the historic Chicamacomico Life Saving Station. This is a drill that used to be practiced by our predecessors back in the late 1800’s and early 1900’s and was one of the primary methods used to rescue mariners who’s ships had run aground along the eastern shore. The drill is well attended by tourists in the area and we regularly get to share our story with hundreds of spectators.

RESOURCES: Our most valuable resource is the 35 men and women that are stationed at Oregon Inlet. To assist them in doing their job we have two 47 foot Motor Lifeboats, one 25 foot Response Boat and one 21 foot Carolina skiff which is used for shallow water response.
