When the immediate need to increase homeland security on the Potomac became a long-term requirement to maintain Coast Guard presence, Boat Forces D.C. became a prototype homeland security unit with the mission of deterring, detecting, and preventing terrorist attacks in the waters around our nation’s capital.  Coast Guard Station Washington was officially commissioned on 23 September 2003
