ADDITIONAL INFORMATION 

It is expensive to live in the Miami/FT Lauderdale area.  Have some extra spending money when you report aboard for initial start-up costs and lodging expenses.  The Housing Office has a Set Aside Program.  This program, worked out between the Housing Office and several apartment complexes, allows the member to move into an apartment (normally within a week of reporting aboard) with out having to pay security deposits, application and credit check fees.  Call the Housing Office for more information on the program.   The Air Station has a limited number of Transient Quarters.  Transient quarters may be made available for unaccompanied personnel, on a first-come-first served basis, while they look for housing.

Due to the hot weather light civilian clothing is highly recommended.  Knowledge of the Spanish Language is extremely beneficial.

What a Non-rate does at Air Station Miami?

There are no non-rated personnel assigned to this unit.  Air Station Miami does have a few non-rates that are involved in the Airman Program, non-rates awaiting their Aviation “A” School orders.

The Airmen are in a 4-6 month training program.  Upon completion they are recommended for “A” school.  While in the Airman Program they learn the basics of aircraft maintenance, servicing and operations.  The area is predominantly Hispanic in culture in Dade County and a more eclectic mix as you move northward into Broward County.  There are plenty of things to do in the area and the weather is great in the winter and HOT!!! in the summer.  There are plenty of water sports, nightlife and access to the Caribbean.  What more could you ask?
