If you are driving to the ship call your sponsor to obtain directions on getting to the ship.  If you are flying into Orlando International Airport, contact your sponsor prior to arrival and we will arrange transportation for you to get to the ship.  If the ship is in port, when you arrive ask for the OOD upon reporting.  If the ship is underway, report to STA Cape Canaveral and ask for the Station OOD or Executive Petty Officer.  The STA will send us a message requesting instruction on where to plan on sending newly arrived personnel to rendezvous with the ship.
