1. Congratulations on your assignment to the Coast Guard Cutter JOSHUA APPLEBY. Let me take this opportunity to welcome you aboard. As Operations Officer, I can assure you that you will be challenged in a fast-paced, operational environment with the rewards that come from meeting those challenges on a state of the art vessel with an optimally manned crew.

2. JOSHUA APPLEBY’S primary mission is Aids to Navigation (AtoN). Secondary missions include Search and Rescue (SAR), Maritime Law Enforcement (MLE), Defense Operations, Marine Environmental Response (MEP), and Alien Migration Interdiction Operations (AMIO). JOSHUA APPLEBY services over 200 floating and fixed aids to navigation. Our area of responsibility encompasses the Gulf Coast of Florida from the Big Bend area to the reef line off southeast Florida and the Florida Keys. Included in this area are Tampa Bay, Charlotte Harbor, Key West, Miami, Dry Tortugas and Ft. Lauderdale. 

3. You will be assigned a Sponsor upon receiving orders to the ship. Your Sponsor can be reached at (727) 893-3658, between the hours of 0630-1300 EST.  They will be available to fill you in on the unit’s schedule and routine and provide additional information or assistance.

4. If you are married you must find a home on the local economy. Housing costs range from $850-$1200.00 per month for a rental home while apartments can be found at a lower price. Single members, E-2* and above, will have access to government-leased apartments by contacting the Housing Representative at Coast Guard Air Station Clearwater, a co-located unit. The Housing Reps’ phone number is (727) 535-1437, ext. 1160.
*Single E2 and E3 members will live onboard until Basic qualifications are met.

5. Group St. Petersburg Clinic provides most minor medical services. The clinic also has a dentist who takes appointments twice per week. Air Station Clearwater has doctors assigned and also acts as the Primary Care Manager (PCM) for active duty personnel. The general sequence of referral is Group Clinic, Air Station Clinic, MacDill Air Force Base or civilian specialist. You can register with the Primary Care Manager by contacting the HS1 at the Group Clinic, 727-824-7579 upon your arrival. Dependant TRICARE is in place as well. Dependants can also obtain over-the-counter medications from the Group Clinic.

6. If you are new to the Gulf Coast of Florida, there is the potential threat from hurricanes during the summer months. I encourage you to take precautionary measures, such as, evacuation planning and insurance coverage. You will deploy with the ship. Know where your dependants will go if evacuation is necessary.

7. Contact your sponsor if you would like additional information. If you are unable to reach your sponsor, contact the Cutters XPO (Executive Petty Officer) or the Operations Officer for assistance.
