In the wake of coordinated maritime terrorist attacks against the USS COLE and M/V Limburg, the President of the United States directed the U.S. Navy to enhance security measures for in-transit High Value Units, including U.S. Navy Fleet Ballistic Missile Submarines (SSBNs).  These directives led the Navy to enlist the support of the Coast Guard to develop the proper framework for protecting these assets into the establishment of a joint U.S. Navy-U.S. Coast Guard program entitled the SSBN Transit Protection System (TPS).  The U.S. Navy and Coast Guard’s collaborative efforts in developing the TPS have culminated in two new Coast Guard Units called Maritime Force Protection Units (MFPUs) designed to provide Anti-Terrorism/Force Protection (AT/FP) for the Navy’s SSBNs while transiting surfaced in and out of their homeports in Kings Bay, GA and Bangor, WA.  The MFPUs are Navy fully-reimbursed, single mission units that are specially manned, trained, and equipped to conduct the Coast Guard’s statutory missions of Ports, Waterways, and Coast Security (PWCS) and Defense Readiness (DR).
