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According to the United States Census Bureau, the city of Jacksonville has a total area of 874.3 square miles, making Jacksonville the largest city in land area in the contiguous United States; of this, 757.7 square miles (86.66%) is land and 116.7 square miles (13.34%) is water.  With that said the city offers something for everyone.  Jacksonville operates the largest urban park system in the United States, providing facilities and services at more than 337 locations on more than 80,000 acres located throughout the city., Atlantic Beach Experimental Theatre and the Orange Park Community Theatre.
  Jacksonville gathers significant natural beauty from the St. Johns River and Atlantic Ocean and many parks provide access for people to boat, swim, fish, sail, Jet Ski, surf and water-ski.  Several parks around the city have received international recognition.  The Florida Theatre, opened in 1927, is located in downtown Jacksonville and is one of only four remaining high-style movie palaces built in Florida during the Mediterranean Revival architectural boom of the 1920s.  The Alhambra Dinner Theatre, located on the Southside near the University of North Florida, has offered professional productions that frequently starred well-known actors for over forty years.  There are also a number of popular community theatres such as Players by the Sea at Jacksonville Beach.
While there is a Fitness Center located at the Sector, which is also available for use by spouses and dependents; there is a much larger Fitness Center located across the street at Naval Station Mayport in addition to an Olympic size pool.  The Times-Union Center for the Performing Arts downtown and the Alltel Stadium, home to NFL team Jacksonville Jaguars, frequently present various concerts and entertainment with special prices for military members through our local USO. 

The Jacksonville area (Duval County) schools are well rated and there are several excellent colleges including Jacksonville University, the University of North Florida, Florida Community College at Jacksonville, Edward Waters College, The Art Institute of Jacksonville, Florida Coastal School of Law, Brewer Christian College, Trinity Baptist College, Jones College (Jacksonville), and Florida Technical College. Naval Station Mayport also offers college classes onboard to members and dependents.  If you are interested in furthering your education, we have an ESO onboard to answer any questions that you may have. NAS Jacksonville and Naval Station Mayport also offer medical, commissary, exchange, and recreational facilities.  
Jacksonville, also referred to as the “Gateway to Florida”, is a vibrant, growing community with over a million people in the metropolitan area.  Jacksonville is also the largest deepwater port in the south (as well as the second-largest port on the U.S. East coast) and a leading port in the U.S. for automobile imports, as well as the leading transportation and distribution hub in the state.  However, the strength of the city's economy lies in its broad diversification.  With new companies moving into the community daily, Jacksonville offers ample employment opportunities, has an attractive housing market, and a world class climate.  The First Coast offers many recreational events and cultural opportunities.  Both players and spectators can enjoy almost any sport year-round.  The Jacksonville area is home to the Professional Golfers Association, the World Golf Village, and the PGA Hall of Fame.  The Association of Tennis Professionals has also made the First coast their home.

Sector Jacksonville's ever-increasing number of assigned personnel and need for additional working space, coupled with a desire for greater local-level interagency synergy with our fellow DHS agencies, resulted in plans for a relocation of the majority of Sector staff to a new, yet-to-be-constructed building.  A planning proposal for a new facility was approved in 2008 and the General Services Administration is moving forward on a build-to-lease project that will suit Sector Jacksonville's needs, as well as the needs of other locally represented DHS entities (primarily Customs and Border Protection).  The intent is for the new building will be closer to Jacksonville's port facilities, although an exact site has yet to be determined.  While Sector Engineering and Galley staff will remain at the Mayport base, the majority of Sector staff will relocate to the new facility, which is currently scheduled for completion in late 2011.
