Most new arrivals stay at the UPH, Guest Quarters at Housing, Sheraton Hotel, 5 minutes walk from the base.  Call ahead and unit personnel can assist you in finding a hotel. A car is a necessity for most people.  Traffic in the San Juan area is a challenge.  It is a very large and densely populated area.  The roads are not in the best of conditions.  These factors combined with many others make driving in Puerto Rico much different from anything most people have experienced in the states.  Auto insurance in the area may be much higher than you are used to paying.
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HAVE A JUNIOR MEMBER DESCRIBE THE AREA, JOB AND ANYTHING ELSE OF INTEREST TO A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER  

I am a SA at Station San Juan. I stand a port and starboard duty rotation while working on becoming MLB Crewman and BTM qualified.  Unit personnel do physical fitness each Monday, Wednesday, and Friday for 1.25 hours.  Daily routine consists of cleaning the boats and the station and training for crewman qualifications. While underway we do many drills including man overboard drills, towing, dewatering, and navigation drills.

WHERE DO MOST DEPENDENTS LIVE: Rio Bayamon housing.  It offers a swimming pool, community center, basketball court, tennis courts, volleyball pit, softball field, and MWR services.  All in a closed secure environment.

MEDICAL CARE FOR DEPENDENTS: It is highly recommended that personnel with dependents enroll in TRI-Care PRIME vice Standard due to the cost of transporting dependents if they required medivac from the island to the mainland.  If on Prime the cost is absorbed by TRI-Care, no cost to member.

SCHOOL:  Ft Buchanan is part of the DODEA school system.

WHAT LEVEL OF TRICARE IS AVAIL: TRICARE PRIME and TRI-Care Standard.  A TRICARE office and representative is located on Base San Juan.

IS IT ADVISABLE TO BRING DEPENDENTS ALONG WHEN REPORTING?  Yes, you are authorized up to 60 days TLA until you get housing. There are many hotels in the area.
