UNIT’S MISSIONS:  Aids to Navigation 
UNIT INFORMATION:  ANT Venice is located in Plaquemines Parish in South East Louisiana.  The ANT facility is located on the grounds of Station Venice at the end of highway 23 about 120 miles from New Orleans.  The unit operates two 26’ Trailerable Aids to Navigation Boats and one ATON Boat-Small.  We are responsible for servicing approximately 250 aids to navigation on the Mississippi River, Southwest Pass, South Pass, Baptiste Collette Bayou, and Tiger Pass. 
TYPICAL SA/SN & FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  All personnel are required to certify as an AtoN  Boat Crewman and Minor Aid Servicing Technician.  Personnel can expect to be involved in all aspects of daily operations, from conducting maintenance on unit boats to servicing AtoN.

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN & FA/FN:  Watchstanders stand duty for a period of 1 week and are typically on a one in three rotation. 
UNDERWAY WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN & FA/FN:  AtoN Boat Crewman.  Typically two to three days underway per week depending on AtoN work load. 
SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS:  The unit is located a little over 60 miles from the nearest housing.  It is imperative that reporting arrangement be made prior to reporting.  Contact the XPO at Cell- 504-329-2350 or the OIC at cell 504-329-2098.
