ANY OTHER INFORMATION A NEWLY ARRIVING APPRENTICE NEEDS TO KNOW: 

Community of Tok is along the Alaska Highway between Canada and Fairbanks, AK. The population is approximately 800 and the winters are long. On 21DEC there is 4 Hours of daylight and in the summer, it is light around the clock. Travel is severely limited in the winter. Tok has one Grocery store (small), A few gas stations and a few Motels. There are six housing units (CG Owned) in the community of Tok.

All hands stand recall duty.  Work hours are frequently long.  Be prepared for severe climatic conditions.   Tok is located in an area that frequently suffers from summer wildfires and dangerously low temperatures in winter.   Hunting and Fishing opportunities in the immediate area of Tok are very limited.   Members often opt to take leave when possible to travel to other areas to hunt and fish.   Be advised that Tok is NOT restricted duty.  Normal tour length is 2 years for all billets.  Departing Tok members are Assignment Priority THREE.   Members receive COLA, and HDAP.  

When bringing a vehicle, make sure it is outfitted for extreme cold weather.  Vehicle services are available in Tok, but tend to be prohibitively expensive.  All vehicles REQUIRE a block heater to be installed.   Recommended also are 4 wheel drive, a battery and transmission heater, antifreeze mixed to the maximum protection (at least negative seventy), lighter than normal lube in the differentials, and a set of studded tires.   It is very highly recommended to bring your own vehicle.  Without a vehicle, the primary recall person would be limited to staying on board the station 24/7 while on duty.  The station is not outfitted for permanent habitability; there is no “duty room” or sleeping quarters.  There are provisions for being temporarily manned for up to several days in the event of major equipment casualties.

The nearest town with “normal” conveniences and large stores is Fairbanks, 210 miles away.  Travel to Fairbanks is frequently dangerous or restricted in the winter months.   No specialty medical care is available in Tok.

Tok has probably the widest temperature swing throughout the year of any Coast Guard station.  In June of 2004, the temperature hit 100 F.  In January of 2005 a low of negative 74 was recorded.
