ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:  There is no permanent berthing at Station Dauphin Island. All members live on the economy. There is some affordable housing available on Dauphin Island but most members commute from West Mobile, Mobile or the Eastern Shore of Mobile Bay. It is always advisable to find housing before bringing your dependants to a new unit; Dauphin Island is no exception. We can house a member on board for a while, we cannot house a family. There is no leased housing available, but housing has historically been readily available and affordable within 10 to 50 minutes from Dauphin Island. The Mobile area is a relatively low cost of living area that is Coast Guard friendly with numerous Coast Guard Units in the area. Although we are in the South, you will still need to bring warm clothes for the fall and winter months. It will freeze occasionally in winter and will be quite cool most of the time during fall and early spring. Summers are very warm and humid typically with a high average yearly rainfall.
