 Located approximately 1/3 of the way up Lake Michigan’s east coast at Latitude: 43 10 N   Longitude: 86 14 W   Elevation: 625 ft.  The current Coast Guard facilities in Muskegon were previously home to SARDET Muskegon, staffed seasonally by members of Station Grand Haven.  In August of 2000, the Aids to Navigation Team located in Grand Haven was permanently moved to Muskegon to share the facilities with the SARDET.  In the spring of 2001 ANT Muskegon absorbed SARDET Muskegon and became Station Muskegon. 

     Station Muskegon is one of only six stations in the Coast Guard with both ATON and multi-mission responsibilities.  Our workload includes 115 seasonal floating aids of which 28 are lighted.  Of the 115 floating aids, 103 are decommissioned each fall, and then commissioned again in the spring due to ice conditions during the winter months.  We also maintain 48 minor lighted structures and 12 lighthouses servicing seven industrial and nine recreational ports covering 200 nautical miles of Lake Michigan’s coastline.  During FY-05 we prosecuted 81 SAR cases and 419 recreational boating safety boarding’s and are on pace with that for FY-06.  Our resources include a 49’ BUSL (Buoy Utility Stern Loading), a 30’ UTM manufactured by ZODIAC, a 23’ TANB (Trailerable Aids to Navigation Boat), and a 16’ SKF.   Trusted to care for these assets, the grounds, and the mission are 21 active duty and 4 reserve personnel.  Station Muskegon has no ice rescue capabilities during the winter months due to a number of well-equipped and trained local agencies that handle these duties.

     According to the US Census Bureau’s 2002 estimates, Muskegon is home to approximately 39,400 residents with the neighboring cities of Grand Rapids and Grand Haven having 196,600 and 11,000 residents respectively.  The Muskegon County Airport is an easy drive from the station and has regular flights to Chicago, Detroit, and Milwaukee.  The Grand Rapids Airport is also convenient to use and only about a 45-minute drive.  There are many recreational and leisure opportunities to be found in this area for all types of people.  For people who enjoy fishing, this is a great place to be.  Salmon and perch season brings people from around the country and ice fishing is popular during the winter months.  The north side of Muskegon is home to a winter sports complex complete with an Olympic luge provided by a local two time Olympic medallist.  Snowmobiles are popular during the winter as well as an abundance of bicycle trails during the summer months.  Our beaches are some of the most popular beaches found in the country.  Station Muskegon is located in Pere Marquette Park, which covers 27.5 acres of land and whose beach is a Certified Clean Beach by the Clean Beaches Council.  Muskegon is home to the 2001-02 UHL champion Fury whose arena is within a 10-minute drive from the station.  Other local sports include professional baseball’s West Michigan White Caps and the 2001 Arena Football League champions Grand Rapids Rampage, the AHL’s Grand Rapids Griffins and the Continental Basketball Association’s Grand Rapids Hoops.  Muskegon is also home to the Frauenthal Theater and Center for the Performing Arts with regular theater shows and performances by the West Shore Symphony Orchestra.
