CGDN + Connectivity Information

During past events we have experienced several problems, including CGDN+ outages and security violations. Some of these were caused by the facilities capabilities (or lack thereof) and some were caused by exhibitors and attendees violating security protocol. To ensure we do not experience these problems during Expo 2007, we will utilize the following procedures, established by TISCOM, that are designed to ensure the success of your exhibit. 

VERY IMPORTANT:

1. CG sponsored exhibits that require access to the Internet and CGDN+ must request access via the Exhibitor Agreement Form.

2. Access to CGDN+ will only be accomplished through the use of a RAS token.

The following guidance applies.

	If you already have a RAS token, you should bring it as you will use it to remotely access CGDN+.

If you do not have a RAS token, TISCOM will provide you with one for the duration of the Expo (you will be required to sign out a token and return it on the last day of the Expo. Please provide the following information no later than 1 October 2007 if you do not currently have a RAS token.

Updated system patches
