All Dependent deaths shall be immediately reported by phone or E-mail to the member’s command and the nearest ISC Decedent Affairs Officer (DAO).  The member should notify the command.  The command will then notify the ISC DAO.  The command will follow this notification with a Personnel Casualty Report, using the format found in Enclosure 7 of the Personnel and Pay Procedures manual. The ISC DAO will also notify EAP.   The command will assign a CACO to assist the member in receiving work-life counseling and submitting a life Insurance Claim to SGLI, if applicable.

SGLI eligibility.  If the member has their own SGLI coverage

a) Any dependent child is automatically covered for $10,000, the coverage is free, and cannot be cancelled by the member.

b) A spouse is covered, up to $100,000, if the member has purchased SGLI coverage.
