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The 1925 image of Cutter YOCONA pictured above, depicts the first predominantly African-American crew on board a vessel serving in the federal government. Cases, such as this and the integrated Cutter SEA CLOUD, which served in World War II, recount the Coast Guard’s earliest integrated units. These cases pre-date the navy’s more famous integrated vessels, such as Destroyer Escort USS MASON, which have been immortalized through books and movies.
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
