	(18) Into which airport should I fly?  Boston Logan (BOS), or Manchester, NH (MHT) 

	

	(19) How can I get from the airport to the unit? Taxi or C&J Trailways (Logan Airport only).  You will be reimbursed for taxi or bus expenses when you submit your travel claim.  Get a receipt from the driver.

	

	(20) How much will a taxi or bus cost?

Questions to ask if you are single…

	(22) How much space will I have for storage?  You will have approximately 6-cubic feet of storage space between your rack and your standup locker. It’s best to bring additional items after evaluating your total space available.  CAMPBELL also has a seabag locker for the stowage of off-season items such as Service Dress Coat and seldom-used items.

	

	(23) What personal gear can I bring?  This depends on how MUCH other gear you bring.  Some crewmembers have their portable computers, game systems, extra food, etc.  However, you may have to sacrifice the amount of clothing you bring to make room for such items.  Feel free to ask your sponsor about specific items.


Questions to ask if you have dependents or getting married enroute…

NOTE: Make sure the Ship’s Office knows if you plan to get married while on leave as soon as possible.  The sooner this information is shared, the sooner they can address pay issues and potential travel problems.

	(24) What do I need to do?  Call CGC CAMPBELL’s Housing Officer at (207) 767-0390.  You will have to apply for Coast Guard Housing by faxing the Housing Application (CG-5627), BAH/Dependant Information (CG-4170A), and a copy of your orders.
