Coast Guard Cutter Assists Disabled Fishing Vessel
BOSTON, Mass. – Coast Guard Cutter Escanaba, a 270-foot medium endurance cutter homeported in Boston, MA, received a call on Thursday evening requesting assistance for the 72-foot New Bedford-based fishing vessel Humbak. The Humbak was reported to be adrift without engine power approximately 100 miles east of Provincetown, MA, in the vicinity of Georges Shoal. The Escanaba responded to the call, arriving on scene early Friday morning in the midst of dense fog. Escanaba took station by the disabled vessel, sending over a team to check on the safety of the Humbak and her crew of four. After Escanaba’s corpsman treated a medical condition for one of Humbak’s crew, Escanaba towed the fishing vessel Humbak to Provincetown to safely hand off the tow to the tug Jaguar. Escanaba continues to patrol the waters off of New England.
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
