Coast Guard Cutter Assists Vessel in Distress
BOSTON, Mass. – The Coast Guard Cutter Escanaba, a 270-foot medium endurance cutter homeported in Boston, MA, responded to a distress call shortly after midnight Wednesday morning from the 65-foot Gloucester-based fishing vessel Dianne Lynn II.  The master of the Dianne Lynn II, fishing approximately 40 miles east of Gloucester, MA, reported that the vessel was taking on water faster than their pumps could keep up.  Escanaba, patrolling the Western Gulf of Maine, arrived on scene within the hour and sent over a rescue and assistance team.  Once on board, Escanaba’s team ensured that the leak was stopped and the vessel was safe to continue towards Gloucester.  Escanaba then handed off the escorted fishing vessel to a 47 foot Motor Lifeboat from Coast Guard Station Gloucester, Massachusetts, and resumed her patrol in the waters off of New England. 
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
