COMLANTAREA COGARD PORTSMOUTH VA//AX// 141428Z APR 06 1.  THIS MESSAGE SETS FORTH THE 2007 HURRICANE EVACUATION POLICY, REQUIREMENTS FOR CONDUCTING POST STORM PERSONNEL ACCOUNTABILITY, AND THE PREDESIGNATED SAFE HAVEN SITES WITHIN THE D7 AOR.  ADDITIONALLY, THIS MESSAGE PROMULATES HURRICANE EVACUATION ENTITLEMENT GUIDANCE FOR CG MILITARY AND CIVILIAN EMPLOYEES, AS WELL AS THEIR DEPENDENTS, AND OUTLINES THE FUNCTION OF ISC MIAMI'S HURRICANE EVACUATION ASSISTANCE TEAM (HEAT) AND THE POST-STORM HURRICANE ASSISTANCE TEAM (HAT).  UNIT COMMANDERS SHOULD HOLD TRAINING ON THIS POLICY AS IT IS IMPORTANT THAT ALL MEMBERS AND DEPENDANTS FULLY UNDERSTAND THESE ENTITLEMENTS. OMSBUDMAN SHOULD BE PROVIDED A COPY OF THIS MESSAGE.

2.  EVACUATION POLICY AND PROCEDURES:

A.  ORDERING AUTHORITY: IN GENERAL, ONLY THE DISTRICT COMMANDER OR HIGHER CG/DHS AUTHORITY MAY ORDER EVACUATION OF DEPENDENTS FOR THE PURPOSE OF AUTHORIZING ENTITLEMENTS.

(1)  OUT-CONUS:  FOR PERMANENT PARTY OPBAT MEMBERS AND OUT-CONUS CG LIAISON OFFICERS, THE ORDERING AUTHORITY IS THE STATE DEPARTMENT.

IN THE ABSENCE OF STATE DEPARTMENT PRESENCE, THE SENIOR MILITARY COMMANDER IN-COUNTRY SERVES AS THE ORDERING AUTHORITY.  THE DISTRICT COMMANDER IN THE ABSENCE OF A STATE DEPARTMENT ORDER, MAY ORDER THE EVACUATION OF DEPENDENTS.

(2)  DOD INSTALLATIONS:  THE ORDERING AUTHORITY FOR CG FAMILIES RESIDING IN DOD HOUSING IS THE DOD INSTALLATION COMMANDER.  CG FAMILIES IN DOD HOUSING SHALL EVACUATE WHEN ORDERED BY THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER.  FOR EVACUATION ENTITLEMENTS, THE DISTRICT COMMANDER WILL GENERALLY SEND A MESSAGE AUTHORIZING ENTITLEMENTS FOR CG FAMILIES, IN ADVANCE OF THE DOD COMMANDER, TO BE EFFECTIVE UPON THE DOD ORDER TO EVACUATE.

B. EVACUATION AUTHORIZATION ORDER PROCEDURES:  ALL OF THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS MUST BE MET BEFORE AN EVACUATION ORDER IS AUTHORIZED FOR ENTITLEMENT PURPOSES.

(1)  A MANDATORY EVACUATION ORDER IS ISSUED BY CIVIL EMERGENCY AUTHROITIES OR DOD BASE COMMANDERS;

(2) SECTOR COMMANDERS AND AIR STATION CO'S SHALL NOTIFY THE D7 AREA COMMAND (AC), AT (305) 415-7097 OR 1-800-582-5943, OF THE MANDATORY CIVIL OR DOD EVACUATION ORDER AFFECTING THEIR AOR.

(3) THE DISTRICT COMMANDER AUTHORIZES AN EVACUATION AND THE D7 AREA COMMAND SENDS AN EVACUATION AUTHORIZATION MESSAGE.  (THIS WILL TYPICALLY HAPPEN IN ADVANCE OF 1 AND 2 ABOVE BUT WILL NOT BE EFFECTIVE UNTIL THE CONDITIONS ABOVE HAVE BEEN MET).

C.  PERSONNEL ACCOUNTABILITY PROCEDURES:  ALL CG UNITS WITHIN THE D7-AOR SHALL DESIGNATE A POC FOR REPORTING PERSONNEL ACCOUNTABILITY FOLLOWING THE PASSAGE OF A MAJOR STORM.  SECTOR COMMANDERS AND AIR STATION CO'S ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CONSOLIDATING REPORTS FOR UNITS WITHIN THEIR AOR AND REPORTING TO THE DISTRICT SEVEN AC.  DISTRICT STAFF BRANCH CHIEF'S ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR REPORTING PERSONNEL ACCOUNTABILITY OF D7 STAFF INCLUDING OUTLYING MEMBERS ASSIGNED TO D7 STAFF (CG SE RFTC, CGC OAK, CGLO HAVANNAH, D7 TACLET, CGLO NASSAU BAHAMAS, CGLO NASSAU OPBAT, AND CGLO US EMBASY HAITI) TO THE DISTRICT SEVEN AC.  D7'S GOAL IS TO HAVE 100 PER CENT PERSONNEL ACCOUNTABILITY AS SOON AS PRACTICAL, FOR AFFECTED AREAS ONLY, UTILIZING THE FOLLOWING PROCEDURES:

(1)  FOLLOWING THE PASSAGE OF A STORM I.E., WHEN A UNIT'S HURR COND IS CHANGED FROM HURR COND I TO HURR COND IV, A UNIT BECOMES RESPONSIBLE FOR REPORTING ACCOUNTABILITY FOR PERSONNEL WITHIN THEIR AOR TO THE DISTRICT SEVEN AC VIA THEIR RESPECTIVE SECTOR POCS.

ACCOUNTABILITY FOR ALL CG ACTIVE DUTY, RESERVE, CIVILIAN, AUXILIARY AND DEPENDENT PERSONNEL IS REQUIRED TO ENSURE 100% ACCOUNTABILITY.

UNITS AND SECTORS ARE STRONGLY ENCOURAGED TO ENSURE THEY MAINTAIN UP TO DATE POC AND CONTACT INFORMATION.

(2)   SECTOR COMMANDERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CONSOLIDATING REPORTS FOR ALL UNITS AND PERSONNEL WITHIN THEIR AOR WITH THE EXCEPTION OF PERSONNEL FOR AIR STATIONS SAVANNAH, MIAMI AND CLEARWATER THAT WILL REPORT DIRECTLY TO THE D7 AC.

(3)  AFFECTED SECTORS AND AIR STATIONS SHALL COMMENCE REPORTING AS SOON AS PRACTICAL BUT NOT MORE THAN 12 HOURS AFTER THE STORM'S PASSAGE TO THE PERSONNEL ACCOUNTABILITY POCS AT THE D7 AC UTILIZING THE AC PHONE TREE AT (305) 415-7097 OR 1-800-582-5943.  UNITS SHALL NOT WAIT UNTIL 100% ACCOUNTABILITY IS REACHED BEFORE REPORTING BUT SHALL CONTINUOUSLY UPDATE ACCOUNTABILITY AT LEAST EVERY 12 HOURS UNTIL 100% ACCOUNTABILITY HAS BEEN REACHED.

(4)  MIAMI AREA MLC UNITS WILL REPORT TO ISC MIAMI WHO WILL REPORT TO THE SECTOR MIAMI POC.  ALL OTHER MLC/LANT/HQ UNITS WILL REPORT TO THE RESPECTIVE SECTOR COMMANDER OF THE AREA IN WHICH THEY ARE LOCATED.

(5) ALL UNIT RECALL ROSTERS SHALL CONTINUOUSLY BE UPDATED FOR ACCURACY AND FORWARDED TO MLC IAW REF F, AND A COPY TO ISC MIAMI (HEAT) PRIOR TO SETTING CONDITION II.

(6) EVACUEE REPORTING IN REQUIREMENTS: EVACUEES ARE REQUIRED BY D7 POLICY TO REPORT THEIR EVACUATION INTENTIONS AND TO REPORT-IN DAILY TO THEIR SUPERVISORS AND THE ISC MIAMI HEAT (786) 229-2931, OR TO THE D7 AREA COMMAND, PERSONNEL ACCOUNTABILITY AT PHONE TREE (305) 415-7097 OR 1-800-582-5943. PLEASE ENSURE THAT ALL EVACUEES ARE PROVIDED THESE NUMBERS IN ADVANCE OF EVACUATION MOVEMENTS.  SUPERVISORS AND ISC MIAMI HEAT SHALL PROVIDE UPDATES ON EVACUEES TO THE D7 PERSONNEL ACCOUNTABILITY BRANCH WHO WILL TRACK EVACUEE INFORMATION (LOCATION, PHONE NUMBER, UNIT, INTENTIONS, SPECIAL NEEDS) AND WILL PROVIDE INSTRUCTIONS OR STATUS UPDATES AS NECESSARY.

3. PREDESIGNATED SAFE HAVEN SITES: THE ISC MIAMI HURRICANE EVACUEE ASSIST TEAM (HEAT) WILL COORDINATE WITH THE AHO, LHAS AND VISITOR BUREAUS IN ORLANDO, FL AND/OR ATLANTA, GA TO DETERMINE ROOM AVAILABILITY WITHIN THOSE COMMUNITIES AT THE TIME OF AN EVACUATION AFFECTING THE AOR. SECTOR JACKSONVILLE AS THE LHA, WORKING IN CONCERT WITH ISC MIAMI WILL COORDINATE THE VALDOSTA, GA FOR UNITS NORTH OF AND INCLUDING STA PONCE DE LEON INLET, AND FOR UNITS SOUTH OF STA PONCE DE LEON INLET ORLANDO, FL AND/OR ATLANTA, GA SAFE HAVEN SITES WHEN APPROPRIATE. EVACUATION SAFE HAVENS AND ORDERING LHA ARE LISTED BELOW BY SECTOR AOR:

SECTOR SAN JUAN AND AIRSTA BORINQUEN DO NOT EVACUATE.

4. EVACUATION SAFE HAVENS AND ENTITLEMENTS:

A. THE EVACUATION AUTHORIZATION ORDER ISSUED BY THE DISTRICT COMMANDER WILL SPECIFY THE AREAS TO BE EVACUATED AS WELL AS THE DESIGNATED SAFE HAVEN. CG ACTIVE DUTY, RESERVISTS ON ACTIVE DUTY, CIVILIAN EMPLOYEES AND ALL DEPENDENTS ARE ENCOURAGED TO MAKE THEIR OWN HOTEL RESERVATIONS AT THE SAFE HAVEN SITE AND BE PREPARED TO INCUR AT LEAST SEVERAL DAYS WORTH OF LODGING AND MEALS WITHOUT REIMBURSEMENT FROM EVACUATION ENTITLEMENTS. ONCE AN EVACUATION ORDER HAS BEEN ISSUED BY THE DISTRICT COMMANDER, MEMBERS HAVING GOVERNMENT TRAVEL CARDS MAY USE THEM TO SECURE LODGING. RESIDENTS IN MANDATORY EVACUATION AREAS WILL BE REIMBURSED ONLY TO THE EXTENT OF ROUND-TRIP TRAVEL FROM HOME TO A DESIGNATED SAFE HAVEN.  SIMILARLY, FOOD AND LODGING COSTS WILL BE REIMBURSED ONLY AT THE PUBLISHED PER DIEM RATE FOR THE DESIGNATED SAFE HAVEN SITE FOR THE TIME THE EVACUATION ORDER IS IN EFFECT. COSTS INCURRED BEYOND THOSE MENTIONED ABOVE WILL NOT BE REIMBURSED.

B. VOLUNTARY EVACUATION: WHILE THE DISTRICT COMMANDER'S EVACUATION ORDER WILL NORMALLY BE ISSUED ONLY AFTER MANDATORY EVACUATION AREAS ARE ESTABLISHED, DEPENDENTS AND NON-ESSENTIAL CG EMPLOYEES MAY CHOOSE TO EVACUATE PRIOR TO THE ISSUANCE OF THE ORDER. THOSE WHO CHOOSE TO VOLUNTARILY EVACUATE THEIR HOMES IN ADVANCE OF A HURRICANE WILL BE ELIGIBLE FOR REIMBURSEMENT ONLY FOR ENTITLEMENTS AUTHORIZED DURING THE PERIOD OF TIME THAT A MANDATORY CG EVACUATION ORDER IS IN EFFECT FOR THE AREA IN WHICH THEIR HOME IS LOCATED.

5. ACCOUNTING FOR EVACUATION ENTITLEMENTS:

A. ENTITLEMENTS BEGIN WHEN EVACUATION ORDERS ARE ISSUED AND WILL CEASE WHEN EVACUEES RETURN TO HABITABLE DWELLINGS AT, OR NEAR, THEIR DUTY STATION AND WHEN THE DISTRICT COMMANDER ISSUES A TERMINATION ORDER. ORDERS FOR DEPENDENTS AND TAD ORDERS FOR MEMBERS WILL BE PREPARED BEFORE, DURING AND AFTER STORM PASSAGE.

B. DEPENDENT TONO WILL UTILIZE THE D7 ACCOUNTING STRING:

2/7/701/107/30/0/CP; COST CENTER 79891; OBJECT CODE 2108. THE DOC ID# WILL BE ASSIGNED BY ISC MIAMI HEAT OR HAT (POST-STORM). WHEN THE ISC MIAMI HEAT OR HAT ISSUES ORDERS FOR DEPENDENTS, THE D7 ACCOUNTING STRING AND COST CENTER 79891 WILL BE UTILIZED WITH THE DOC ID# BEING ASSIGNED BY ISC MIAMI.  THERE IS NOTHING TO PRECLUDE AN INDIVIDUAL OR FAMILY DECISION TO EVACUATE AHEAD OF

LOCAL/CIVIL/D7 AUTHORITY ORDERING SO, BUT AS STATED IN PARAGRAPH 4.B ABOVE THOSE WHO CHOOSE TO VOLUNTARILY EVACUATE THEIR HOMES IN ADVANCE OF A HURRICANE WILL BE ELIGIBLE FOR REIMBURSEMENT ONLY FOR ENTITLEMENTS AUTHORIZED DURING THE PERIOD OF TIME THAT A MANDATORY CG EVACUATION ORDER IS IN EFFECT FOR THE AREA IN WHICH THEIR HOME IS LOCATED.

C. ACTIVE DUTY PERSONNEL, RESERVISTS ON ACTIVE DUTY, AND CIVILIAN EMPLOYEES WILL BE ISSUED TAD ORDERS UTILIZING THE SAME ACCOUNTING STRING ABOVE. THE DOC ID# WILL BE ASSIGNED BY THE ISC MIAMI HEAT OR HAT.  (HAT) WHO PREPARES THE ORDERS UTILIZING A BLOCK OF NUMBERS PROVIDED BY D7(RF). UNIT POC MUST CONTACT THE HEAT OR HAT TO REQUEST A BLOCK OF TONO'S.

D. PER DIEM WILL BE PAID REGARDLESS OF WHETHER OR NOT MEMBERS CHOOSE TO USE A CG SELECTED SAFE HAVEN. HOWEVER, MEMBERS WILL NOT BE PAID BEYOND THE PUBLISHED PER DIEM RATE FOR THE CG-SELECTED SAFE HAVEN. IN ALL SITUATIONS, EVACUEES WILL BE REQUIRED TO PROVIDE DETAILED RECEIPTS FOR LODGING IN ORDER TO RECEIVE LODGING EXPENSES REIMBURSEMENT.

6. PETS ARE NOT ALLOWED ON COAST GUARD AIRCRAFT, IN COMMUNITY SHELTERS OR DOD INSTALLATIONS. MEMBERS MUST MAKE ALTERNATE PLANS FOR THEIR PETS.

7. EVACUATIONS MAY BE ORDERED BEFORE AND, IN RARE CIRCUMSTANCES, AFTER A HURRICANE. POST-STORM EVACUATIONS MAY BE ORDERED WHEN CONDITIONS ARE SUCH THAT PEOPLE CANNOT RETURN TO SAFE AND HABITABLE DWELLINGS IN A REASONABLE PERIOD OF TIME.

8. ISC MIAMI HEAT: THIS TEAM WILL BE SENT TO THE DESIGNATED SAFE HAVEN SITE TO ASSIST EVACUEES. ASSISTANCE INCLUDES WORKING WITH DEPENDENTS AND CG MEMBERS WHO ARE HAVING DIFFICULTY IN LOCATING LODGING IN THE DESIGNATED SAFE HAVEN, MAINTAINING PERSONNEL ACCOUNTABILITY FOR EVACUEES, PROVIDING WORK LIFE SUPPORT, PREPARING TRAVEL ORDERS, ISSUING CASE ADVANCES, AND PROVIDING DAILY INFORMATION BRIEFS TO EVACUATED PERSONNEL. THE TEAM WILL BE LOCATED IN A CONFERENCE ROOM AT A LOCAL HOTEL WITHIN THE SAFE HAVEN SITE AND/OR SURROUNDING METROPOLITAN AREAS. LOCATION AND TIME OF ARRIVAL WILL BE RELEASED WHEN AN EVACUATION ORDER IS GIVEN. CELL PHONE FOR HEAT LEADER IS (786) 229-2931.

9. ISC MIAMI HAT: THIS TEAM WILL ASSESS HOUSING OCCUPIED BY CG PERSONNEL, IDENTIFY DAMAGE TO GOVT-OWNED/LEASED HOUSING, NEGOTIATE REPAIRS WITH LESSORS, RELOCATE AFFECTED FAMILIES, DISTRIBUTE INFORMATION TO RETURNING RESIDENTS, PROCESS HOUSEHOLD GOODS DAMAGE CLAIMS FOR MEMBERS IN GOVT HOUSING, PREPARE ORDERS, ASSIST IN TRAVEL CLAIM SUBMISSION, PROVIDE CASH ADVANCES, PROCESS CG MUTUAL ASSISTANCE APPLICATIONS, AND PROVIDE WORK-LIFE SUPPORT. PER REFS (A) THRU (D), THIS MESSAGE SERVES AS THE EVACUATION AUTHORIZATION FOR ALL COAST GUARD ACTIVE DUTY MILITARY, CIVILIAN EMPLOYEES, AND THEIR DEPENDENTS WHO ARE ASSIGNED TO CG UNITS WITHIN THE SECTOR KEY WEST, SECTOR MIAMI AOR, AND WHERE LOCAL AUTHORITIES HAVE ISSUED MANDATORY EVACUATION ORDERS.

2. PARA 2.B OF REF (D) OUTLINES THE CONDITIONS THAT MUST BE MET PRIOR TO THE DISTRICT COMMANDER AUTHORIZING CG FAMILIES TO RECEIVE EVACUATION ENTITLEMENTS. THIS MESSAGE DOES NOT IN ANY WAY REDUCE OR REMOVE THOSE CONDITIONS, BUT IS INTENDED TO EXPEDITE THE EVACUATION PROCESS ONCE ALL CONDITIONS HAVE BEEN MET AND THEY EVACUATE PERSONNEL WITHIN AOR.  IT CANNOT BE OVEREMPHASIZED THAT ENTITLEMENTS FOR EVACUATION OF COAST GUARD FAMILIES IS BASED ON THE MANDATORY EVACUATION ORDER ISSUED BY CIVIL EMERGENCY AUTHORITIES OR DOD BASE COMMANDERS AND IS SPECIFIC TO THOSE AREAS FALLING UNDER THE MANDATORY EVACUATION ZONES.  DEPENDENTS MUST BE AWARE THAT IF THEY CHOOSE TO EVACUATE THEIR HOMES AND ARE NOT LOCATED WITHIN THE

MANDATORY AREA, THEY WILL NOT BE AUTHORIZED EVACUATION

ENTITLEMENTS.

3. THE DESIGNATED SAFE HAVEN FOR SECTOR KEY WEST AND SECTOR MIAMI AOR IS THE ORLANDO AREA. ISC MIAMI WILL DEPLOY THE HURRICANE EVACUATION ASSISTANCE TEAM (HEAT) AT 1200L ON 20 OCT 05 OR EARLIER IF MANDATED BY LOCAL AUTHORITIES TO THE SAFE

HAVEN TO PROVIDE EVACUATION ASSISTANCE TO CG MILITARY AND CIVILIAN EMPLOYEES AND THEIR DEPENDENTS. THE TEAM WILL BE LOCATED AT THE SHERATON STUDIO CITY, 5905 INTERNATIONAL DRIVE, JUST OFF I-4. HEAT PHONE NUMBER IN ORLANDO IS 786-229-2931. ALL EVACUEES AT THE SAFE HAVEN ARE REQUIRED TO CHECK IN AND OUT WITH HEAT TEAM ON A DAILY BASIS. PERSONNEL NOT EVACUATING TO A SAFE HAVEN ARE REQUIRED TO CHECK IN WITH THE EMERGENCY INFORMATION TEAM (EIT) 1-800-582-5943 ON A DAILY BASIS USE OPTION 1 AND 2 FOR THE EIT DAILY.  IT IS IMPORTANT TO STRESS THAT ALL EVACUEES, REGARDLESS OF WHERE THEY CHOSE TO EVACUATE TO, AND REGARDLESS OF WHETHER OR NOT THEY ARE IN A COUNTY MANDATED EVACUATION ZONE MUST CHECK IN WITH EITHER THE

HEAT AT THE SAFE HAVEN, OR THE EIT LOCATED AT D7 FOR NON-SAFE HAVEN EVACUEES FOR ACCOUNTABILITY AND DEALING WITH POST-STORM RETURN TO THE PRIMARY RESIDENCE.  THE PRIMARY EVACUATION SITE IS ORLANDO FOR SECTOR KEY WEST AND SECTOR MIAMI PERSONNEL. TEAM CAN PROVIDE ASSISTANCE TO THOSE PERSONS EXPERIENCING

DIFFICULTIES.  UNDER THIS EVACUATION ORDER, USE OF THE GOVT TRAVEL CARD IS AUTHORIZED AND HIGHLY ENCOURAGED.

4. IAW WITH REF (A) AND (B), EVACUEES UNDER MANDATED EVACUATION ZONES ARE AUTHORIZED PER DIEM AND MILEAGE ENTITLEMENTS NOT TO EXCEED THE DESIGNATED SAFE HAVEN AREA RATE. THE MAX. PER DIEM (LODGING RATE) IN ORLANDO IS $98 PER DAY.

5. ACTIVE DUTY MILITARY AND CIVILIAN EMPLOYEES WHO ARE NOT

OPERATIONALLY ESSENTIAL, AND ALSO MEETING THE MANDATORY EVACUATION CRITERIA MAY EVACUATE AT THE DISCRETION OF THE UNIT

COMMANDING OFFICER.

6. TONOS/ACCT DATA WILL BE PROVIDED POST STORM BY THE HEAT

7. AFTER STORM PASSES, OR AS SOON AS IT IS SAFE TO DO SO, EVACUEES SHOULD CALL THE HEAT OR THE EIT AS APPROPRIATE TO RECEIVE FURTHER INSTRUCTION, AND TO REPORT ANY DAMAGES OR SPECIAL NEEDS. THE HEAT TEAM AND EIT WILL KEEP YOU UP TO DATE ON CURRENT EVAC ORDERS.

8.  SECTOR COMMANDER'S AND AIR STATION COMMANDING OFFICERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR ENSURING THAT ALL CG UNITS WITHIN THEIR AOR ARE NOTIFIED OF THIS EVACUATION AUTHORIZATION.
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AUTHORIZED OR ORDERED MOVEMENTS WITHIN THE CONTINENTAL UNITED STATES (CONUS)
An evacuation or limited evacuation must be caused by unusual or emergency circumstances (such as war, riots, civil uprising or unrest, adverse political conditions, national or natural disasters, epidemics, or similar conditions of comparable magnitude), for allowances applicable to an authorized or ordered limited evacuation. The evacuation and limited evacuation applies to dependents who, at the time the evacuation is authorized/ordered, are residing at (or in the vicinity of) the member's Permanent Duty Station PDS.

NOTE: Title 37 U.S.C. 405a, the statute pertaining to evacuation of dependents, doesn't apply to uniformed members.  Uniformed members who are ordered to depart an area being evacuated must be either in a TDY or PCS status.

To Whom Payments of Evacuation Allowances May Be Made:

The allowances authorized by this Part may be paid to the following individuals:

1. The member's evacuated dependent spouse,

2. Any dependent at least 18 years of age or older if at a different location than the spouse or when there is no spouse present,

3. The member (as the natural guardian) for dependents who are under 18 years old, or

4. The member's dependent spouse, any dependent at least 18 years of age or the member (as the natural guardian) under the circumstances described in item 3.

Authorizing or Ordering an Evacuation or Limited Evacuation

The Coast Guard Seventh District Commander is responsible for authorizing or ordering an evacuation or limited evacuation of the dependents of uniformed service personnel and for the dependents of Coast Guard personnel with in the Coast Guard Seventh District area of responsibility.

Evacuation - Limited Evacuation

The authorized/ordered movement of dependents from a specific area in CONUS, when authorized or ordered by the appropriate authority.

Evacuation refers to movement or departure from one area to another (both areas may be in the same city or each may be in a different city).

Limited evacuation refers to the ordered movement of members' dependents from their residences in CONUS to the nearest available accommodations (which may be government quarters), when authorized or ordered by the appropriate authority.

Safe Haven When Limited Evacuation is Authorized or Ordered

The nearest available accommodations (which may be Government quarters), determined to be suitable by the appropriate authority who authorized or ordered the limited evacuation, where dependents are directed to relocate on a temporary basis to await a decision by competent authority to return to their residences.

Evacuation to Safe Haven or Designated Place

The anticipated length of an evacuation is the key to determining if dependents should travel to a safe haven or a designated place. If the circumstances making an evacuation necessary are expected to improve to the extent that the evacuated dependents can return to the member's PDS, dependents are evacuated to a safe haven. If circumstances are not expected to improve, dependents are evacuated to a designated place.

Per Diem at a Safe Haven or Designated Place

The per diem allowance is provided to assist a member in meeting the excess costs involved in temporarily maintaining dependents at places away from the PDS.

NOTE: Taxes paid on lodgings while at a safe haven/designated place or traveling in the U.S. or U.S. territories and possessions are a separately reimbursable travel expense in addition to per diem.

Applicability of Lodgings Plus Per Diem System to Evacuated Dependents

Evacuated dependents are authorized a per diem allowance under the lodgings plus per diem system for each day they are in an evacuation status. (Actual expense allowances do not apply to an evacuation.). The lodgings plus per diem system consists of a lodging allowance and a Meals and Incidentals M&IE allowance. The maximum lodging reimbursement for a dependent family is the actual total daily lodging cost incurred by the family, not to exceed the sum of the daily lodging portion of the locality per diem rate authorized for each dependent concerned. In general, the lodgings plus per diem apply to evacuated dependents.

Because many evacuated dependents stay with friends/relatives while at a safe haven, an evacuated dependent staying with friends or relatives while at a safe haven, is not authorized, whether or not any payment for lodging is made to the friend or relative.

Termination of Entitlement

Entitlement to allowances may be terminated when the Commander of the Seventh District determines that it is safe to return home, or on an individual basis when a member's situation doesn't warrant additional reimbursement assistance; or may terminate sooner for other reasons. The evacuation order will terminate and no further entitlements will be paid.

EVACUATION ALLOWANCES


Per Diem Allowances When Movement to Another Safe Haven Directed

Competent authority may direct the movement of dependents from one to another safe haven. Per diem allowances at the former safe haven shall terminate on the day transportation is first made available to the dependents unless competent authority authorizes a further delay as being unavoidable and for reasons beyond the individual's control. When dependents are directed to move from one safe haven to another safe haven, per diem allowances begin again on the arrival date at the new safe haven. If at the request of dependents or member,

Return to Member's PDS Authorized

When the evacuation status of a PDS is terminated and competent authority authorizes dependents to return, per diem allowances at the former safe haven terminate on the day transportation is first made available to the dependents unless competent authority authorizes a further delay as being unavoidable and for reasons beyond the individual's control.

Per Diem Computations

The following example illustrates the method used for computing per diem allowances incident to evacuation:

The per diem rate and mileage allowances used in the following example is based on the Per Diem rate for the Orlando Florida Safe Haven and is used for illustrative purposes only. You will be provided the actual Per Diem when you submit your claim.

Taxes paid on lodgings while at a safe haven/designated place or traveling in the U.S. or U.S. territories and possessions are a separately reimbursable travel expense in addition to per diem.

CONUS per diem rates do not include an amount for the cost of laundry/dry-cleaning/pressing of clothing.

EXAMPLE

This is an example of the maximum daily cost -vs.- the actual daily cost. What you would be paid.

A member's spouse, one child age 12 and one child under age 12 were evacuated from a CONUS duty station to a safe haven located in CONUS. The daily actual lodging cost incurred at the safe haven by the three dependents, which shared one room, was $70 plus $5.60 for lodging taxes (8%).  The maximum per diem applicable at that location was $99, consisting of $38 for M&IE and a maximum allowance of $61 for lodging.

The maximum daily amount that may be paid to the member's three dependents for 30 consecutive days can be determined.  Each dependent age 12 or older is authorized per diem up to the full rate ($99), which in this case is $38 for M&IE and up to $61 for lodging.  Each dependent under age 12 is authorized per diem up to 50 percent of the rate.

Evacuation Plan

Local government officials, not the Red Cross, issue evacuation orders when disaster threatens. Listen to local radio and television reports when disaster threatens. If local officials ask you to leave, do so immediately; they have a good reason for making this request. 

Coordinate your evacuation plan in advance when creating your family's disaster plan. Ensure that you've tested the evacuation routes and that you have planned several in the instance of closed roads and routes. 

Remember these simple tips: 

· Wear long-sleeved shirts, long pants and sturdy shoes so you can be protected as much as possible. 

· Take your disaster supplies kit. 

· Take your pets with you; do not leave them behind. Because pets are not permitted in public shelters, follow your plan to go to a relative's or friend's home, or find a "pet-friendly" hotel. 

· Lock your home. 

· Use travel routes specified by local authorities — don't use shortcuts because certain areas may be impassable or dangerous. 

· Stay away from downed power lines. 

If you have only moments before leaving, grab these things and go! 

· Medical supplies: prescription medications and dentures. 

· Disaster supplies: flashlight, batteries, radio, first aid kit, bottled water 

· Clothing and bedding: a change of clothes and a sleeping bag or bedroll and pillow for each household member 

· Car keys and keys to the place you may be going (friend's or relative's home) 

If local officials haven't advised an immediate evacuation

If there's a chance the weather may get worse or flooding may happen, take steps now to protect your home and belongings. Do this only if local officials have not asked you to leave.

Gather essential supplies and papers

You will need the following supplies when you leave your home; put them all together in a duffle bag or other large container in advance. This is your disaster supplies kit. 

· Flashlight with plenty of extra batteries 

· Battery-powered radio with extra batteries 

· First aid kit 

· Prescription medications in their original bottle, plus copies of the prescriptions 

· Eyeglasses (with a copy of the prescription) 

· Water (at least one gallon per person is recommended; more is better) 

· Foods that do not require refrigeration or cooking 

· Items that infants and elderly household members may require 

· Medical equipment and devices, such as dentures, crutches, prostheses, etc. 

· Change of clothes for each household member 

· Sleeping bag or bedroll and pillow for each household member 

· Checkbook, cash, and credit cards 

· Map of the area 

Important papers to take with you

· Driver's license or personal identification 

· Social Security card 

· Proof of residence (deed or lease) 

· Insurance policies 

· Birth and marriage certificates 

· Stocks, bonds, and other negotiable certificates 

· Wills, deeds, and copies of recent tax returns 
After the Storm

After a major hurricane like Andrew, Karina, Rita, Charley, Frances, Ivan or Jeanne, our lives can change drastically. These type disasters affect everyone to some extent. Relief supplies and other aid will be arriving as quickly as possible, but it may take several days. Try to remain calm, patient and understanding. Your attitude affects you and everyone around you. Remember that the longest and hardest part of dealing with a hurricane is the recovery.quickly as possible, but it may take several days.  Try to remain calm, patient and understanding.  Your attitude affects you and everyone around you.  Remember that the longest and hardest part of dealing with a hurricane is the recovery.
There may be residual flooding and roads may be blocked for days or weeks, making damaged areas inaccessible.  This may mean that you will not be allowed back to your home for days, or possibly weeks.  Emergency workers want your return home to be as safe as possible and need time to clear safe access and secure hazards.  Listen to local media for reentry information and do not go into unsafe areas.  Drive only if absolutely necessary and avoid flooded roads and washed out bridges.  Do not sight see.
If you evacuated out of the area, consider staying away for a few extra days.  Before you decide to return, consider the following.  Even in the best of conditions, it is possible, if not probable, that: Power will be out for an undetermined period of time.  This means no air conditioning, no lights, no refrigeration, no water pump and in many cases no stove. 
Telephone service will be out or limited.  This includes 911 calling.  Lack of power and damaged facilities will affect both landline telephones and cellular telephone service.  Even if your phone works, use it only for emergencies. 
Municipal water supplies may be unsafe to drink without boiling or chemical treatment.  Treat all water as unsafe until you are notified that it is safe. 
Sewer lift stations will not work, meaning not only will toilets not flush and sinks not drain, but also they may backup into your home or property.
When you do return, some damage may not be readily apparent, so here are some things to keep in mind for your safety.  Inspect your home for damage.  Check for water and sewer line damage.  Check you home’s electrical system.  Turn off the main breaker until you are sure the system is safe.  Check for natural gas and/or bottled gas leaks.  Do not enter or stay in a structure if you smell gas.
