UNIFORM POLICY 
  

  

   

Underway

    The underway uniform shall meet the following criteria.  The optional uniform 
items are authorized when the Operational Dress Uniform is authorized.

(1)    Shorts:      Shorts shall be the same fabric, color, and cut as 
the ODU pants, neatly tailored to mid-thigh length.  The shorts 
will not exceed three (3) inches above the knee when standing, 
and shall not expose the fabric of the pockets during normal 
activities.  While wearing shorts, brown leather docksiders or 
steel-toed shoes or steel-toed boots are authorized.  Exercise 
shoes are specifically not authorized.  Shorts shall not be worn 
during General Emergency drills, actual emergencies or while in 
engineering spaces.

(2)   Coveralls:  Coveralls must be of the same fabric and color of 
the working blue pants, and must be free of tears and obvious 
spots.  Law Enforcement coveralls with “US Coast Guard” 
printed on the back are authorized.  The regulation black belt 
with brass buckle must be worn with the coveralls at all times 
and proper rank insignia must be worn on the collars of the 
coveralls.  A V-neck white T-shirt or the standard blue U.S. Coast 
Guard T-shirt must be worn under the coveralls.  The coveralls 
must be adorned with the National Ensign patch on the left 
shoulder and the Coast Guard Ensign patch on the right 
shoulder.  An optional department patch may be worn with the 
coveralls over the left chest pocket.  Steel-toed boots or steel-
toed shoes will be worn with coveralls.

(3)    Shirts:       The standard blue T-shirt with white 1 inch U.S. 
Coast Guard lettering on the left chest area is authorized at all 
times while underway.  On Sundays, T-shirts from any 
operational U.S. Coast Guard unit are allowable, including 
variations of MOHAWK unit T-shirts. 

(4)    Shoes:      Black steel-toed boots or steel-toed shoes shall 
be worn with working blue, undress blue, and coveralls.  When 
wearing shorts, black steel-toed boots, black steel-toed shoes, or 
brown leather docksiders may be worn.  At no time aboard ship 
may core-frams be worn.  Standard black Oxford shoes are 
authorized for use with undress blue or tropical blue long 
uniforms.

(5)    ODU’s:     Operational Dress Uniform is the authorized 
uniform aboard MOHAWK at all times.

        Inport  

    The inport uniform shall follow the above guidelines with the 
following 
  exceptions:

(1)    Shorts:     Shorts are not authorized while inport. 

(2)    Shirts:       The standard U.S. Coast Guard T-shirt is 
authorized to be worn while inport by crewmembers E-6 and 
below.  Unit T-shirts shall not be worn while inport.  The standard 
U.S. Coast Guard T-shirt may not be worn off the Coast Guard 
base or while transiting to or from a member’s residence.

(3)    Shoes:       Brown leather docksiders are not authorized for 
use while inport.
