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USCGC Reliance standing by for offshore search and rescue

Kittery, Maine- The 80-member crew of the Coast Guard Cutter RELIANCE weathered Winter Storm Juno as the Coast Guard offshore search and rescue asset for the Northern New England area. 

Prior to the storm, RELIANCE was responsible for conducting at sea law enforcement boardings in support of fisheries regulations enacted by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration 

During Winter Storm Juno, RELIANCE witnessed average winds of 40 to 50 knots, with gusts reaching over 70 knots. Despite being in sheltered waters, RELIANCE experienced 6 to 8 foot seas and exceeded 12 feet at times. Regarding the weather, Seaman Ryan Bautista had this to say, “There were really powerful winds that were throwing us off course and we couldn’t go outside because the conditions were so dangerous.”  Snow accumulated at a steady rate on the ship and visibility was less than a mile. The CGC RELIANCE will continue to whether the storm until it subsides and resume their patrol. 
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
