PARENT AGREEMENT FORM
· Welcome to the Navy Mid-Atlantic Region Child and Youth Programs (CYP) and the Child Placement Programs (CPP) Office!  Navy CYP supports operational readiness, mission accomplishment and retention while assisting military personnel in balancing the competing demands of family life, and improving the economic viability of the family.  The Navy Mid-Atlantic CYP is committed to providing a high quality, developmentally appropriate program in our Child Development Centers (CDC), Child Development Homes (CDH) and School Age Care (SAC) programs for children from the ages of 6 weeks to 12 years of age.   The CPP office is here to provide you with information and placement assistance to help you identify and evaluate all of your child care options.

· The Navy Mid-Atlantic Region CYP has implemented a Central Wait List (CWL) to better assist parents in finding quality child care in the Region and to ease placement in our programs.  The CWL utilizes a three-tier waiting list system to place children in the CDC, CDH and SAC programs.  The three tiers are defined below:

· Tier I - Projected Demand:  This list includes unborn children and children whose parents are transferring to the area.  It is organized by the date care is needed, priority and age group.

· Tier II - Excess Demand:  This list includes all children who currently require care and are awaiting placement within the CYP system.  It is organized by priority, date care was requested, and age group.

· Tier III - Preferred Care:  Children on this list are receiving care in the CYP system; however, it is not the parent's preferred care option (e.g. child is receiving care in CDH but parent prefers CDC).   

· Registration:  Parents who wish to register with the CPP Office need to complete an application package, which includes a DOD Request for Care Record (DD2606), a CYP Waiting List Options Form, a copy of this Parent Agreement Form.  Parents may register by fax, e-mail, mail, or in person at the CPP Office or any of our Navy CYP locations within the Region.  

· Eligibility:  All active duty military personnel, DOD civilian employees, reservists on active duty or training, and DOD contractors working full-time on the installation.  Military families relocating to the Mid-Atlantic Region, or military members who are pregnant, are eligible to register prior to the time care is actually needed.  

· Priority:  Five priorities for care have been established and are as follows:

· Priority 1:  Active duty single parents with custody and active duty dual military parents
· Priority 2:  Active duty parents with a full-time working spouse, a full-time student spouse, or CYP employee spouse, an unemployed spouse (with proof of employment within 90 days of placement in the CYP)

· Priority 3:  Reservists on active duty or reservists in training

· Priority 4:  DoD civilian personnel

· Priority 5:  DoD contractors working full-time 
· Expectant Parents may register for the Tier I list by providing an estimated delivery date.  Parents MUST contact the CPP Office after the baby is born in order to transfer to the Tier II list.  If the CPP Office is not contacted within 30 days following the estimated delivery date, the child’s name will be REMOVED from the list.

· Personnel transferring to the Region may be placed on the waiting list by providing an estimated date of arrival.  Once you have arrived in the area, you are required to contact the CPP Office.  If the CPP Office is not contacted within 30 days following the estimated arrival date, the child's name will be REMOVED from the list.

· Parents must update quarterly (JAN/APR/JUL/ OCT) with the CPP Office to remain on the wait list.  Failure to update will result in the child's removal from the wait list.  If the child's name is removed for failure to update, you may reapply and the child's name will be placed at the bottom of the appropriate list.
