1.A.7.c. Civil Offenses

NJP may not be imposed for an offense prosecuted in a United States federal court. As a

matter of Coast Guard policy, Commandant (G-L) authorization must be obtained before

NJP may be imposed for an offense pending trial or tried by a state or foreign criminal

court. “Pending trial“ means that state or foreign government has issued an indictment or

information or has taken similar steps toward prosecution. Requests for such authorization

must be in writing and provide a thorough justification why NJP should be

authorized. [See, paragraph 3.B.4 below.]
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
