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3.H.4. Detail of Trial Counsel to Courts-Martial

3.H.4.a. General

The SJA for the OEGCMJ shall detail trial counsel for general and special courts-martial.

Such an SJA, having a principal assistant law specialist on his staff, may delegate this

authority to his or her principal assistant. At least one of the trial counsel detailed to a

general court martial must be certified in accordance with Article 27(b), UCMJ. The detailing

authorities may also detail assistant trial counsel to general and special courts-martial.

Assistant trial counsel need not be certified in accordance with Article 27(b),

UCMJ. Although not required by Article 27(c), UCMJ, at least one of the trial counsel

detailed to a special court-martial should normally have the same qualifications under

Article 27(c), UCMJ, as the detailed defense counsel.

3.H.4.b. Restriction

The SJA assigned to an OEGCMJ shall not be detailed as trial counsel to a court-martial

convened by a unit within the geographical limits of the command to which he or she is

assigned.

3.H.4.c. Trial Counsel Preparation

A procedural rights checklist found at enclosure (18i) may assist a trial counsel prepare

for the court-martial process. The checklist addresses pretrial, trial, and post-trial procedures.
