1. THIS ALCOAST ANNOUNCES A CHANGE IN THE APPROVAL AND FINANCIAL

ACCOUNTING PROCESSES FOR READINESS MANAGEMENT PERIODS (RMP) WITH

PAY AND CLARIFIES REF A IN REGARDS TO THE DUTIES FOR WHICH RMPS

SHALL BE AUTHORIZED. EXISTING POLICY FOR RMPS WITHOUT PAY REMAINS

UNCHANGED.

2. RMPS ARE A TOOL FOR RESERVISTS AND UNITS THAT CAN INCREASE

READINESS BY PROVIDING ADDITIONAL TIME FOR REQUIRED TRAINING TO

ATTAIN AND MAINTAIN DESIGNATED READINESS LEVELS. FOR A VARIETY OF

REASONS, OUR DATA FOR THE PAST SEVERAL YEARS REVEALS THAT WE HAVE

NOT FULLY AVAILED OURSELVES OF THIS TOOL AS INTENDED BY REF B. WE

ALSO RECOGNIZE THAT THE TIME NECESSARY FOR A RESERVIST TO TRAIN FOR

CERTAIN QUALIFICATIONS MAY EXCEED THE STANDARD IDT / ADT

AUTHORIZATION. THESE CHANGES SHOULD IMPROVE UTILIZATION OF RMPS AS

APPROPRIATE.

3. TO CLARIFY CURRENT POLICY, IT IS NOT NECESSARY FOR A RESERVIST

TO COMPLETE HIS / HER AUTHORIZED (48 OR 60) IDT PERIODS PRIOR TO

BEING AUTHORIZED RMPS. WHEN PRACTICAL, AND NOT IN CONFLICT WITH

SCHEDULED IDT AND/OR ADT-AT, RMPS SHALL BE USED FOR THESE SPECIFIC

DUTIES:

 A. MEDICAL EXAMINATIONS

 B. DENTAL EXAMINATIONS

 C. SERVICE WIDE EXAMINATIONS

EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY, UNITS ARE AUTHORIZED TO APPROVE RMPS WITH

PAY FOR THOSE DUTIES LISTED ABOVE WITHOUT SEEKING ISC APPROVAL.

4. IN ADDITION, SIMILARLY TO ADT-OTD, RMPS MAY BE USED TO PROVIDE

NECESSARY TRAINING FOR QUALIFICATIONS REQUIRED BY CPRL OR

MOBILIZATION THAT CANNOT BE ACCOMPLISHED WITHIN STANDARD IDT AND

ADT LIMITS. RMPS MAY ALSO BE USED FOR ALL HANDS MEETINGS WHEN THE

OVERALL EMPHASIS OF THE PERIOD IS TO IMPROVE INDIVIDUAL OR UNIT

READINESS. EXAMPLES OF APPROPRIATE ACTIVITIES INCLUDE SEMI-ANNUAL

WEIGH-IN, VERIFICATION OF EMERGENCY DATA AND SGLI, PRE-MOBILIZATION

TRAINING AND HURRICANE PREPAREDNESS. GENERAL MILITARY TRAINING AND

AWARDS CEREMONIES WHEN NOT COMBINED WITH READINESS ACTIVITIES WOULD

NOT GENERALLY BE CONSIDERED APPROPRIATE FOR RMPS. RMPS SHALL NOT BE

USED FOR UNIT AUGMENTATION. IN CASES WHERE APPROPRIATE USE OF RMPS

DOES NOT FALL CLEARLY WITHIN THESE GUIDELINES, UNITS SHOULD CONTACT

THEIR RESPECTIVE ISC FOR CLARIFICATION PRIOR TO APPROVING A RMP

WITH PAY.

5. AS AUTHORIZED BY REFS A AND B, ANY INDIVIDUAL RESERVIST MAY NOT

EXCEED A COMBINATION OF 30 PAY AND NON-PAY RMPS IN ONE FISCAL YEAR.

IN ADDITION, EACH RMP IS NORMALLY SCHEDULED FOR A MINIMUM OF THREE

HOURS WITH ONLY ONE RMP BEING PERFORMED IN A CALENDAR DAY. AN RMP

SHALL NOT BE PERFORMED ON THE SAME DAY AS AN IDT PERIOD OR ACTIVE

DUTY.

6. AS WITH IDT PERIODS, RMPS ARE STILL REQUESTED, SCHEDULED AND

APPROVED UTILIZING THE "SCHEDULE DRILLS" MODULE IN DIRECT ACCESS

(DA). TO REQUEST OR SCHEDULE AN RMP SELECT "RMP" FROM THE "DUTY

TYPE" DROP DOWN MENU. VISIT THE "RESERVE IDT DRILLS" TUTORIAL ON

THE PERSONNEL SERVICE CENTER WEB SITE AT

HTTP://WWW.USCG.MIL/HQ/PSC/CGHRMS/INDEX.HTM FOR STEP BY STEP

INSTRUCTIONS. UNTIL A DA MODIFICATION IS COMPLETED, RMP APPROVERS

WILL CONTINUE TO SEE A SYSTEM-GENERATED WARNING MESSAGE REGARDING

APPROVAL AND PAYMENT OF RMPS WHICH CAN BE BYPASSED BY CLICKING THE

"OK" BUTTON AND CONTINUING TO SAVE THE RMP TRANSACTION.

7. MEMBERS REQUESTING RMP TRAVEL SHALL REQUEST A TONO FROM THE

SERVICING ISC VIA THEIR CHAIN OF COMMAND.  TRAVEL ENTITLEMENTS

RELATED TO RMPS ARE DESCRIBED IN REF C, PAR. U7150-C.

8. IN PRIOR FISCAL YEARS, EACH ISC WAS ALLOCATED A SMALL NUMBER OF

RMPS. THIS FISCAL YEAR, WE HAVE ESTABLISHED A CG WIDE ALLOCATION OF

RMPS WITH PAY, AND CG-1313 WILL TRACK THEIR CONSUMPTION, MAKING

ADJUSTMENTS AND COMMUNICATING AVAILABILITY OF RMPS WITH PAY TO THE

FIELD AS NEEDED. THIS CHANGE BRINGS RMP MANAGEMENT IN LINE WITH THE

WAY WE MANAGE THE REST OF THE IDT ACCOUNT.
