Subj:  CUTTER AND SMALL BOAT BERTHING ASSIGNMENTS

1.
PURPOSE.  To ensure cutters and small boats arriving at Integrated Support Command (ISC) Portsmouth are provided essential berthing required for their class of craft.

2.
ACTION.  ISC Portsmouth Officer of the Day (OOD) shall follow this instruction in accommodating incoming and outgoing cutters and small boats to ISC Portsmouth.  Cutters and small boats homeported at ISC Portsmouth and those visiting ISC Portsmouth shall follow the procedures of this instruction when arriving and departing the berthing facilities. 

3.
DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  SUPRTCEN PORTSVA INST 11410.1D is hereby cancelled.

4.
DISCUSSION.  ISC Portsmouth is homeport for several cutters.  Many other ships and small boats visit regularly for repairs, overhauls, or other dockside projects. Assignment of berthing to meet the platform’s needs is a complex task.  Most cutters and small boats arriving will have made berthing arrangements via a Logistics Request (LOGREQ).  The Port Services Branch or, after work hours, the OOD will assign berthing.  Instructions for handling LOGREQs are found in CG ISC PORTSVA INST 11400.2G.  Berthing assignments listed in enclosure (1) should be followed whenever practicable.   The Port Services Branch will make every effort to meet specific short term berthing assignment requests.

5.
PROCEDURES.  To assist ISC Portsmouth in making optimum use of the berthing space available, the following is required:


a.
Homeported and visiting cutters and small boats:

(1)
Before departure notify ISC Portsmouth's Facilities Engineering, (X8500) or, on weekends or after hours, notify ISC Portsmouth's OOD, extension 8540. Clean pier area and remove all equipment.

(2)
48 hours before returning to ISC Portsmouth send a standard LOGREQ.




b.
ISC Portsmouth Officer of the Day.


(1)
Upon assuming the watch, check the Night Order Log and Vessel Status Board in the Security Office for arriving/departing cutters or small boats.


(2)
Meet cutters or small boats at their assigned berthing space upon their arrival to ensure all requested services have been provided.  Ensure a security area is maintained for families and friends meeting arriving cutters and small boats.

(3)
If a visiting cutter or small boat requests arrival instructions, and no prior request has been received, refer to CG ISC PORTSVA INST 11400.2 (series) and the following procedures:


(a)
Assign a berth using enclosure (1) and (2).


(b)
Meet the cutter or small boat as it docks.  Contact the unit's OOD to determine what services are needed.


(c )
Normal services required for all cutter classes.





1.
Electrical services.  If safe hookup cannot be made by ship's force, the Duty EM shall provide services.





2.
Telephone service.  Contact Duty TT by Pager.

3.
Sewage service.  If hookup cannot be made by ship's force, contact Facilities Engineering.

4.
Fresh water.  If hookup cannot be made by ship's force, contact Facilities Engineering.

5.
Any other service that is beyond duty section capability, contact Facilities Engineering.
