1.
PURPOSE. This instruction establishes the use of force policy onboard Integrated Support Command (ISC) Portsmouth, VA.

2.
ACTION. The Security Officer will ensure the following occurs:

a.
That all military and contract security personnel are familiar with and comply with the contents of this instruction.

b.
That initial and recertification training requirements are completed and maintained for all security force personnel.

c.
That each security post onboard the ISC will have orders describing duties published in accordance with Chapter 10 of reference (a).

d.
That security force personnel are properly trained, and possess the temperament and judgment necessary to make correct use of force decisions under pressure. Upon verification of these conditions, the Security Officer shall prepare a letter for the Commander ISC approval authorizing the personnel to carry weapons.

3.
DIRECTIVES AFFECTED. SUPRTCEN PORTSVA INST 16247.1 is cancelled.

4.
DISCUSSION.

a.
This instruction provides amplifying guidance to the Commandant’s use of force policy as stated in reference (b), and shall be followed by all security force personnel.

b.
Potential incidents onboard the ISC require that a well-trained security force respond, using the appropriate level of force needed to resolve the situation. In the event force becomes necessary, it must be limited to the minimum necessary, and, it must be designed to achieve the desired results with minimum risk of injury to persons and property.

5.
POLICY.

a.
The Commander ISC is ultimately responsible for ensuring the good order and discipline of the ISC. This authority, as it deals with base security, has been delegated through the Deputy Commander to the Security Officer. In the absence of the aforementioned individuals, the Officer of the Day (OOD) will be responsible for the overall security program.

b.
A security force has been established onboard the ISC which consists of military and contracted civilian personnel. The security force will assist in ensuring the ISC is a secure and safe place to work.

c.
All security force personnel employed by the ISC shall follow the Commandant’s Use of Force Policy as contained in reference (b) Chapter 4. Section J of Chapter 4 discusses warning shots, however, under no circumstances will the security force be authorized to fire warning shots.

d.
Members of the security force may be equipped with the following:

M16 Rifle

b.
M9 9MM PDW

c.
M870 Riot Shotgun

d.
Expandable Baton

e.
Chemical Irritant

(2)
Contract security personnel:

a.
.38 Caliber Revolver

b.
Chemical Irritant

e.
All personnel assigned to the security force will be trained in the Commandant’s Use of Force Policy.

In addition, military security force personnel will receive requisite training for the proper use of all equipment identified in paragraph (4. d. 1) and will be trained in accordance with reference (c).

(2)
In addition, contract security force personnel will receive requisite training for the proper use of all equipment identified in paragraph (4. d. 2) and will be trained in accordance with reference (d).
