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INTEGRATED SUPPORT COMMAND PORTSMOUTH INSTRUCTION 1630.28

Subj:  SHORE PATROL

1.
PURPOSE.  To identify Shore Patrol resources to supplement the Integrated Support Command (ISC) Security Force during non-working hours.

2. ACTION.  ISC Division officers and Commanding Officers of tenant commands shall ensure that their personnel are made aware of, and comply with the contents of this instruction.


3.
DIRECTIVES AFFECTED. SUPRTCEN INST 1630.2A is hereby cancelled.

4.
DISCUSSION.  Occasionally, incidents arise that require action by the ISC Security Force or ISC Officer of the Day (0OD) in dealing with ISC, tenant commands and visiting vessel personnel.  These, for the most part, will occur in or around the club or on Coast Guard Boulevard.  Personnel from tenant commands or visiting vessels--will normally be returned to their unit and a report of incident will be forwarded to the parent command for appropriate action.  It is envisioned that the extent of involvement of the Shore Patrol wi1l be to assist the club managers in returning personnel to their commands and alerting their OOD.  It is possible, however, that the Shore Patrol may be called upon to assist in other situations as needed.

5.
PROCEDURE.

a.
Upon request of the ISC OOD, tenants and visiting vessels will provide at least one petty officer to augment the ISC Security Force.

b.
The minimum rank for the Shore Patrol will be E-4.  It is desired that a more senior petty officer be assigned, if possible.

c. When called upon for assistance, Shore Patrol personnel shall report to the ISC Security office, unless otherwise directed by the ISC OOD, in an appropriate undress uniform to obtain a white web belt and Shore Patrol arm brassard.
