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INTEGRATED SUPPORT COMMAND PORTSMOUTH INSTRUCTION 16480.1D

Subj:  USED OIL, OILY WATER AND OIL FILTER DISPOSAL

1.
PURPOSE.  The purpose of this instruction is to establish the policies and procedures for used oil, oily water and oil filter disposal.  

2.
ACTION. Commanding Officers/Officers-in-Charge of tenant commands and ISC Portsmouth Division Officers shall ensure compliance with this instruction.

3.
DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  INTSUPCOM PORTSVA INST 16480.1C is cancelled.

4.
DISCUSSION.

a. Integrated Support Command (ISC) Portsmouth does not have the capability to store large amounts of used oil or oily water.

b. In general, oily water products generated at this facility must now be disposed of through commercial sources.

5.
POLICY.


a. The ISC Hazardous Waste Shop (HWS) will provide used oil, hydraulic oil and petroleum filter disposal service to ISC divisions, tenant commands and visiting vessels.  Used oil is defined as oil that has been used for internal combustion engine lubricating purposes or used hydraulic fluid.  These oils and filters shall not contain water nor have been mixed with any other hazardous contaminants.  The ISC will commercially dispose of these waste streams.

b. The ISC will not provide oily water disposal service in excess of 110 gallons.  Commercial disposal of large quantities of oily water are a unit’s responsibility.  The ISC HWS will provide disposal of small quantities of oily water, up to 110 gallons per turn-in.

c. The discharge of bilge water overboard through oily water separators (OWS) is strictly prohibited while moored at ISC Portsmouth. 

6.
PROCEDURES. 

a.
Used Oil Disposal.  ISC divisions, tenant commands or visiting vessels that have used oil products (i.e. lubricating oil, hydraulic oil, etc.) for disposal shall contact the HWS at extension 8448.  The HWS will deliver 55-gallon drums to units that need them.  Following product transfer into the drums, HWS personnel will pick them up and transport them to the hazardous waste storage facility for recycling either through commercial sources or via the Port Services garage heater.  At no point should a hazardous material be added to used oil.  

b.
Used Oil Filter Disposal.  Tenant commands or visiting vessels that have oil filters to dispose of shall ensure they are drained.  “Draining” as defined by regulation, means inverting the filters and allowing them to gravity drain at room temperature.  Liquids collected shall be batched with used oil or hydraulic fluid, corresponding to filter type.  The filters shall then be double bagged.  Once the filters have been drained and bagged, ISC divisions, tenant commands or visiting vessels shall request pick up by the HWS.  HWS personnel will pick-up all bags of filters for recycling/disposal through Defense Reutilization and Marketing Office (DRMO).

c.
Oily Water Disposal.  Tenant commands and visiting vessels that have oily water to dispose of (ISC only accepts up to 110 gallons) shall contact the HWS.  HWS personnel will deliver 55-gallon drums as needed.  Following product transfer into the drums, HWS personnel will pick them up and transport them to the hazardous waste storage facility for recycling through a commercial source.
