Subj:  NON-STANDARD BOAT OPERATING POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

1.  PURPOSE.  To establish policies and procedures for operation of a non-standard boat within the ISC Portsmouth Port Services Branch.

2.  ACTION.  All employees and members assigned to ISC Portsmouth shall comply with this instruction.

3.  DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  None.

4.  DISCUSSION.  Reference (a) requires each cutter that transfers bulk petroleum products while moored at Integrated Support Command (ISC) Portsmouth to deploy oil containment boom prior to transfer.  ISC Portsmouth provides and maintains oil containment booms.  Each cutter is responsible for coordinating deployment and recovery of boom with the Port Services Branch.  In the past, Group Hampton Roads and Aids to Navigation Team (ANT) Hampton Roads have often provided a small boat to deploy and recover boom.  However, ANT Hampton Roads may not have a suitable boat available when needed due to other operational requirements and fuel transfers are delayed.  To minimize delays in the future, the Port Services Branch has obtained a 27-foot Non-Standard Boat (NSB) for use as needed to tend boom.  No formal Commandant-directed qualification/training procedures exist for non-standard boats used only for this limited purpose.  This instruction is based on applicable provisions of references (b) through (d).  D5(osr) also reviewed this instruction and concurs with the qualification program and platform limitations.

5.  POLICY. 

a. The NSB shall be used only for deployment and recovery of oil containment boom, pier and wharf maintenance, and official inspections along the waterfront at ISC Portsmouth.

b. The NSB shall only operate in the area from the ISC Portsmouth small boat ramp along the wharf to the south WMEC pier and east to Craney Island Creek Light 2 (LLN9665).

c. The NSB shall operate only during daylight hours.

d. The NSB shall not operate when winds exceed 20 knots, small craft advisories are in effect, visibility is less than 100 yards, or other adverse weather conditions such as snow or icing exist within the operating area.

e. The Facilities Engineering Division will fund all maintenance and equipment associated with the NSB.  

6.  PROCEDURES.  

a.  Operator Certification:

1. Each NSB operator shall be qualified in accordance with enclosure (2) of reference (b) and shall undergo a successful certification check-ride with the Chief, Port Services Branch or Officer-in-Charge, ANT Hampton Roads.

2. Chief, Port Services Branch will submit recommendations for certification to the Commanding Officer via the Facilities Engineering Officer and the Executive Officer.

3. Chief, Port Services Branch will record all training and certification documentation in the employee’s unit training record.

b.  Non-Standard Boat Operator’s Responsibilities:

1. Each operator must read and be familiar with references (a) through (d) and this Instruction.

2. The boat operator shall ensure each person embarked wears a Personal Floatation Device in accordance with reference (b).

3. Prior to getting under way, the boat operator shall complete enclosure (1), the Non-Standard Boat Outfit and Check-Off List, and correct any discrepancies.

4. The boat operator shall properly moor or trailer the NSB upon completion of the mission, stow all equipment and make the NSB ready for next mission.

5. The boat operator shall immediately report any mishaps, equipment discrepancies, or mechanical failures to the Chief, Port Services Branch.
