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INTEGRATED SUPPORT COMMAND PORTSMOUTH INSTRUCTION 4061.1H

SUBJ:  SEPARATE RATIONS

Ref:
(a) Subsistence Manual, COMDINST M4061.3 (series)

1. PURPOSE: To establish policy concerning the authorization of Separate Rations (SEPRATS).

2. ACTION: 

a. Personnel Services Division Officer shall ensure that personnel serviced by Integrated Support Command Portsmouth’s Personnel Reporting Unit (PERSRU) are placed on SEPRATs or issued a meal card in accordance with this instruction.

b. Comptroller Division Officer shall monitor SEPRATS payments for personnel dining in the Coast Guard Dining Facility (CGDF).

c. Commanding Officers of tenant commands and Division Officers shall ensure that their personnel are aware of and comply with the contents of this instruction.

3. DIRECTIVES AFFECTED: Support Center Portsmouth Instruction 4061.1G is cancelled.

4. DISCUSSION:  Reference (a) states the Coast Guard policy to authorize SEPRATS whenever possible to enlisted personnel who would otherwise receive Rations in Kind (RIK) from an ashore CGDF if:                                                     

a. An alternate subsistence source is available for SEPRATS personnel to routinely subsist during non-duty periods.

b. The authority to subsist separately does not interfere with the performance of assigned duties.

c. Adequate controls are maintained to ensure members authorized SEPRATS are not furnished rations or meals at the government’s expense.
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5. POLICY:  This policy will be applied at the Integrated Support Command as follows:

a. Personnel permanently assigned to an ashore command serviced by ISC Portsmouth’s PERSRU will be placed on SEPRATS upon arrival.  This includes those personnel provided quarters in the barracks.  RIK will be provided to these personnel upon request.

b. Rations for personnel assigned afloat, but who have been provided shoreside quarters in the barracks, will remain with the afloat command.  These personnel will not be placed on SEPRATS.

c. It is expected that the CGDF will provide the majority of subsistence for TAD personnel residing in the barracks.  Therefore, these personnel will be placed on RIK.  A meal card will be issued to all personnel on RIK.

d. SEPRATS will stop upon PCS departure or as directed by Commanding Officer, ISC Portsmouth.

6. ADMINISTRATIVE CONTROLS:  

a. Personnel permanently assigned to ashore commands serviced by ISC Portsmouth’s PERSRU will be placed on SEPRATS or RIK per the policy specified in paragraph 5.

b. Personnel on SEPRATS will pay for each meal, in cash, prior to dining at the CGDF.  Each personnel on RIK will present their meal card to the cashier in the CGDF prior to dining.

c. Duty Section personnel on SEPRATS will pay for all meals eaten in the CGDF.  Consumption of fresh milk, desserts, salads, soups, or other partial meals without payment is not authorized, and may result in loss of SEPRATS.

d. SEPRATS privileges may be revoked if a member displays a lack of proper diet or fails to pay for meals and/or snacks obtained from CGDF.

e. Meal passes shall expire no later than three months after issuance, and shall have the expiration date stamped on the face of the pass.  When necessary, meal cards expiration shall be extended by the PERSRU.  The PERSRU will ensure that the meal cards are collected when the cardholder departs.
