1. PURPOSE.  To establish policies pertaining to the sale of meals in the Coast Guard Dining Facility (CGDF)

2. ACTION. 

a. The dining facility contract cashier shall admit only those personnel authorized to subsist in the Coast Guard Dining Facility.  All other personnel shall be referred to the Consolidated Club.  Any questions, as to whether specific personnel are authorized, should be directed to the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).

b. The COR shall be notified at least 24 hours in advance when significant numbers (more than five) of official visitors or guests desire to purchase meals in the CGDF.

c. Ships homeported at ISC Portsmouth and visiting units planning to close their dining facility should contact the COR at least one week in advance to make arrangements for their crew to subsist in the ISC CGDF. 

3. DIRECTIVES AFFECTED.  Integrated Support Command Portsmouth Instruction 4061.2F is cancelled. 

4. DISCUSSION.   The sale of meals in the CGDF is subsidized by appropriated funds.  Per reference (a), the sale of meals to specific groups can be authorized by the Commanding Officer, ISC Portsmouth.  Only the Commanding Officer, ISC Portsmouth, may authorize exceptions to the policies stated herein.  

5. POLICIES.  The following policies shall govern the sale of meals to the individuals in the CGDF.  

a. Rations-In-Kind.  Coast Guard personnel entitled to rations in kind will receive priority subsistence in the CGDF.  
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b. Personnel on Seprats.  Enlisted personnel of any armed service drawing separate rations (seprats) will be charged the Category 2 standard meal rate for all meals.  Those personnel attached to a cutter or ship shall be charged the Category 1 meal rate.  

c. Personnel on Per Diem/BAS.  All military personnel receiving either per diem or basic allowance for subsistence (BAS) may eat in the CGDF at the category 2 meal rate.  Those officers attached to a cutter or ship shall pay at the Category 1 meal rate.  

d. Military Dependents.  Dependents of military personnel are authorized to eat in the CGDF on a space available basis.  Dependents of pay-grades E-1 through E-4 will pay at the Category 1 rate.  E-5 and above shall pay the Category 2 meal rate. 
e. Civilian Employees.  Coast Guard civilian employees are authorized to eat at the CGDF at the Category 2 meal rate.  

f. Coast Guard Reserve and Auxiliary.  Enlisted reservists on active or inactive duty are authorized to receive rations-in-kind.  During weekend drills, enlisted reservists will show their ID card at the cashier’s desk.  Enlisted reservists on active duty during weekdays are required to obtain a meal card from the ISC Portsmouth Personnel Office and present it to the cashier.  Reserve Officers on active or inactive duty shall be charged at the Category 2 rate.  Auxiliarists not on patrol orders, who are assigned to ISC or tenant commands to perform a specific duty, are authorized to receive rations in kind.  Auxiliarists on patrol orders shall be charged the Category 2 rate.  

g. Takeout Meals.  Takeout meals are allowed on an individual basis and charged the applicable meal rate.  

h. Attire.  Clothing must be clean, proper, and in good taste.  Proper footwear and appropriate shirts must be worn at all times.  See enclosure (1).

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PROPER ETIQUETTE IN THE

COAST GUARD DINING FACILITY

The Coast Guard Dining Facility (CGDF) is a military dining facility that is used by various patrons.  Military, civilian adults and children use the facility for a variety of functions.  The attire worn in the facility must not be intrusive to any patrons and must be always in good taste.  These guidelines are provided to allow you to have a pleasant dining experience without feeling imposed upon.  The COR of the CGDF is responsible for the interpretation and enforcement of the guidelines set forth below.

1. Shorts may be worn in the CGDF.  They must be regular hemmed shorts.  Cut-offs and short-shorts are not allowed in the CGDF during meal times.

2. Shirts must be tasteful and must not have any emblem, logo, word or phrase that is either inflammatory, disrespectful or in poor taste.  Shirts must be worn in a manner that does not cause distraction or interrupt the dining experience of other facility patrons.  Halter-tops and cut-off sport shirts that expose the abdomen are not allowed in the dining facility during meal times.

3. Flip-flops, shower shoes and similar type shoes or sandals are not authorized during meals times.

4. Profane language and conduct that disrupts others dining in the facility may result in your expulsion from the facility.
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
