            Angel Fund Auction 13 November 2004


From MCPO Paris: 

The Angel Fund is a major activity of the Hampton Roads Chapter of the CG Officers’ Spouses’ Association (CGOSA).  The purpose of the fund is to support "Coasties helping Coasties"... regardless of the rank or status of the member/family needing help. 

The CGOSA works with the Chaplain to prepare and distribute food baskets to Coast Guard families that might not otherwise be able to afford to have a traditional holiday feast.  They have given baby clothing and other items to young Coast Guard families who couldn't afford even the basics for their nursery for the arrival of a baby.  They have given Coast Guard families money to pay for unique medically required equipment that insurance wouldn't cover for children with certain serious birth defects.  They have given college scholarships to many graduating Coast Guard High School Seniors to help make the dream of a college education a little bit more affordable.  They gave money to Coast Guard families significantly affected by Hurricane Isabel to help them with immediate and emergency expenses, especially those beyond what their insurance would cover...or while they waited for the insurance company to pay.

This year’s auction will be held in Portside Saturday 13 November 2004.  It will start at 1830 with a “silent” auction. The “live” auction bidding action will get underway about 1930. · The ISC Portsmouth Medical Clinic will undergo a renovation of its primary patient care area starting 1 November with a scheduled completion date of 12 November.  During this period the clinic will be open for acute care only.  Normal operations will resume on 15 November.  Routine matters such as physical examinations, immunizations or follow up visits will be scheduled for date after 12 November.  Personnel requiring emergent care should go to the nearest military or civilian emergency room.  The ISC Portsmouth Pharmacy and Dental Clinic will not be affected and will continue normal operations.  

· Thrift Savings Plan (TSP) Open Season for the Military began 15 October 2004 and ends 31 December 2004.  TSP is a retirement savings and investment plan for federal employees and members of the uniformed services.  TSP contributions and earnings are tax-deferred until they are withdrawn from the program.  For more information you can go to web site http://www.tsp.gov.  For those who already belong to TSP, this is the time you can change your contribution.

Financial Corner.   

You have made a decision on which new car meets your family’s needs and is within your price range.  Now to decide about the options.  The difference between a basic vehicle and one loaded with options (i.e. floor mats, high-end stereo with back-seat DVD player) can amount to as much as $10,000, but will those options be worth the cost when it comes to trade in that car four or five years down the road.  Satellite navigation.  On average it adds about $2,200 to the list price of a vehicle but returns less than $750 on some models and as little as $300 on others.  Is it worth $1,400 or more to never ask for directions?  Guys?  Sunroof.  Some future prospective buyer of your car will look at a sunroof as a liability because they develop leaks and can reduce headroom in some models when they are closed.  Do you crave the open-air feeling enough to pay for a hole in your roof?  Leather seats.  They are about a $995 option but at trade-in time four years later, this option has shrunk in value to only $200.  Some manufacturers advertise “leather seating surfaces” which really means only a portion of the seats are actually cowhide.  Ask questions if you just have to have this option.  Xenon or high-intensity headlights.  These are the headlights that you see that have a bluish-white cast to them and appear brighter.  Although often touted as a safety option, the verdict is still out on if they make a difference.  They do make a difference in the price of your car by anywhere from $700 to $1,000 but only returns $200, if that, when you go to sell it.  Upgraded wheels/rims.  Why?  TV/DVD.  If you have children, this might be a great idea to maintain your sanity on long and some short trips.  It’s also handy when a hurricane knocks out your power.
