Guidelines for Academic Institutions who seek to participate in partnerships with Coast Guard Training Schools (extracted from MLEA Working Group Reports)

· Maintain SOC, and preferably SOCCOAST, membership and adhere to SOC principles of best practices for institutions serving the military

· Offer degree programs that meet accepted academic standards for quality learning programs and are available for completion 100% on line.  Program selection rests with appropriate Coast Guard Training School in consultation with Coast Guard Institute and SOCCOAST.

· Provide documented degree plans that show application of credit for Coast Guard training and experience and map out the path to degree completion
· Identify a Point of Contact/Academic Advisor for the partnership who is knowledgeable about Coast Guard rating related/career degree programs

· Coordinate with experts at the Coast Guard Training Schools in selecting relevant rating related courses, certificates and degree options

· Demonstrate, through enrollment, a track record of serving the military student


· Work collaboratively with partnered academic institutions to maximize transferability

· Track the enrollment and progress of students who participate in partnered degree options.
· Participate in evaluation of outcomes.

· Meet the ethical standards of the Coast Guard in marketing of programs and recruitment of students.
