BS in Criminal Justice

· Should contain at least three Criminal Justice courses either taken at the University or via transfer credit.

MS in Criminal Justice

The Master of Science degree in Criminal Justice program (36 credits) prepares graduates to formulate justice system policy and serve effectively as administrators in justice system agencies. Students explore the fields of Criminology, justice system management to include a focus on modern administrative theory, legal issues in personnel administration and the management of criminal justice agencies.
Once core requirements are completed, students must select either a thesis/non-thesis track. The chosen track will determine electives, comprehensive examinations or thesis hours.
Students may enroll for either full or part-time study.
