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Per the JFTR, par. U7600-B and CGS-JFTR, COMDTINST M4600.17A, par. 7150, travel and transportation allowances are not authorized for travel between the member’s primary residence/home/PLEAD at the time ordered to active duty and the place of active duty when both are in the corporate limits of the same city/town.  When a member’s primary residence/home/PLEAD is not within the corporate limits of the same city/town but is within the local area (refer to the CGS-JFTR, par. 2800-A for the definition of local area) or the member commutes back and forth, one round-trip during the active duty period may be reimbursed through the local claim process in TPAX (in the Itinerary Tab select “No trip itinerary to be entered” and enter the round-trip mileage as a Reimbursable) or by using the Claim for Reimbursement for Expenditures on Official Business (SF-1164 ).  Local mileage calculation is determined by an odometer reading; per diem is not authorized even on travel days.  For proper reimbursement of mileage only a local claim/SF-1164 must be completed, if a normal TDY travel claim (DD 1351-2) is used the member will erroneously receive per diem on travel days.  When determining the entitlement to per diem or PCS allowances the Defense Table of Official Distances (DTOD) is the only official source for determining both PCS and TDY distances.

In addition to the criteria to determine the primary residence/home contained in the JFTR, Appendix A (definition of primary residence/home of reserve component member), one of the following documents must be reviewed to determine the location of the member’s primary residence/home at the time ordered to active duty, as addresses in Direct Access are not always up-to-date :

1. A lease, rental agreement, or mortgage in the member’s name;

2. Proof of civilian employment;

3. Driver’s license;

4. Voter’s registration card; or

5. Utility bills.

The primary residence/home/PLEAD can only change if there is a break of active duty exceeding one full day (24 hours).  Claiming a residence for which the member does not permanently reside (e.g., friend’s or family’s residence) for the purpose of receiving either TDY or PCS travel and transportation allowances is against policy, and is fraud.  When there is reason to believe that a member has falsified any portion of a travel voucher, the AO or CG PPC (tvl) must notify the commanding officer and/or CGIS, and provide a copy of the member’s suspected fraudulent voucher.
A member ordered to active duty for training for less than 140 days may be authorized TDY travel and transportation allowances for TDY performed outside the local area of their primary residence/home/PLEAD.  Regardless of the travel distance, per diem is not authorized during annual training when Government quarters and messing are available.  PCS travel and transportation allowances are authorized for any active duty for training in excess of 139 days unless otherwise authorized by the Secretary Concerned.
A member ordered to active duty for other than training for 180 days or less may be authorized TDY travel and transportation allowances for TDY performed outside the local area of their primary residence/home/PLEAD.  Active duty for other than training in a TDY status for more than 180 days requires authorization or approval by COMDT (CG-1332).  PCS travel and transportation allowances are authorized for any active duty for other than training in excess of 180 days unless otherwise authorized by COMDT (CG-1332).  

Per the CGS-JFTR, par. 5600-D, DLA is not authorized in connection with a PCS from primary residence/home/PLEAD to the first PDS unless the member has dependents that relocate.  This would include a reserve member issued a long-term active duty PCS order that is not currently on a long-term active duty PCS order.

A member that receives a PCS order in support of a Contingency Operations (Title 10) in CONUS and is authorized a HHG shipment because their primary residence/home/PLEAD is not within the local area of their new PDS would be entitled to DLA if they have dependents that relocate icw the PCS.  DLA would not be authorized for single members or members with dependents that don’t relocate.  Proceed time would not be authorized.

DLA would be authorized for a member (both single and with dependents) that is currently on a PCS long-term ADOS order (not Title 10) and in receipt of a PCS ADOS order to include Title 10 to another PDS that is not within the local area of their old PDS (current ADOS location), proceed time would be authorized.  Members currently on a Title 10 order are in a TDY status and do not officially have a PDS (entitlements are based on their primary residence/home/PLEAD), so they would be PCSing from primary residence /home/PLEAD to their first PDS.
