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Thirteen coordinators are assigned to manage funeral honors for Coast Guard veterans.  We also support honors for veterans of two other Uniformed Services: the U.S. Public Health Service (USPHS) and the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA).  
Merchant seamen who sailed in harms’ way during WWII are eminently entitled to veteran status.  They began receiving DD-214 and DD-1300 forms in the 1990s.  The Coast Guard produced the forms.  Because the WWII Merchant Marine worked for U.S. Naval Control of Shipping, honors are usually provided by the Navy.  
Areas of responsibility are defined by counties or by entire states in order to approximate traditional Coast Guard Districts.  To identify the Coordinator for any county, anyone may use the Funeral Directors page.

Requests for honors are accepted from family members or someone acting for the family of the deceased Coast Guard, USPHS, or NOAA veteran.  Most requests are made by funeral directors.  Requests with less than 24-hours’ notice, particularly same-day requests, are difficult to support, and sometimes impossible.  
We need a copy of the deceased veteran’s discharge document in order to confirm eligibility for honors.  Different forms and formats were in use during World War II.  Form DD-214 became standard during the Korean War.  If you do not have a DD-214 or earlier version for the deceased veteran, contact the National Personnel Records Center.  Regarding funerals and schedules see “Emergency requests and deadlines.”  
See the Military Funeral Honors web site on eligibility for honors, or see paragraph 2.A of ALCOAST 016/11.  
Very rarely, a scheduled honors detail does not arrive at the cemetery as expected.  If this happens we will do everything we can to complete our responsibility to provide the dignified honors due a shipmate.  
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
