Use of Inspection Book
This inspection book is intended to establish a standard by which Float Trip Vessels operating under National Park Service (NPS) concessions contract or permit, should be operated and maintained.  As such, the NPS concessions contract or permit is the regulatory mechanism for this program.  The regulations and industry guidance referenced within are used as standards to identify good marine practice with respect to float trip activities.  Nothing in this document should be construed as requiring Float Trip Vessels under NPS contract or permit to comply with 46 Code of Federal Regulation unless expressly required by the NPS or the Commandant of the Coast Guard.  This program, referred to as the Float Trip Vessel Oversight Program was developed as part of the Memorandum of Agreement between the Coast Guard and National Parks Service, GLCA, GRCA and LAKE.  The lists contained within this book are not intended to limit the inspection.  Each inspector should determine the depth of inspection necessary.  This job aid may be used by the NPS as a record of oversight activities.

USCG Sector CID Policy #21 Excerpt - Inflation Testing 

“The main tube is to be inflated to the uppermost manufacturer's gauge indicator graduation or 1.5 times the working pressure, whichever is lesser and held for 10 minutes (the manufacturer's gauge will very likely not indicate 1.5 MAWP). At the end of the 10-minute pressure test, the main tube shall be checked for signs of seam slippage or rupture, and the pressure must not have decreased by more than 5 percent. If the pressure drops more than 5 percent, the cause must be found either by sound or by a soap test, and repairs made. The 10-minute pressure test is then to be repeated. The owner or operator must furnish the manufacturer's pressure gauge for this test and the inspector must be satisfied with the gauge's accuracy.”
