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It is the vessel Operator’s responsibility to send revisions to the SAR plan to the U.S. Coast Guard Marine Safety Office in San Juan, Puerto Rico. The SAR plan will be reviewed annually during the vessel’s Annual Safety Inspection to ensure the vessel operator is in compliance.
Introduction

To Comply with SOLAS 2000 Amendments, regulation V/7.3 it is required that vessels operator produce a Search and Rescue (SAR) plan based upon information for each vessel.  The SAR plans will be made in accordance with the guidelines for co-operation between search and rescue services and passenger ships given in MSC/Circ. 1079.

In the event of an emergency or for contingency planning purposes the Coast Guard upon request from a co-operation Rescue Coordination Center will release this plan.

The SAR Plan will be reviewed for compliance and marked “Examined”.  The reviewing authority will be the cognizant U. S. Coast Guard OCMI. For Puerto Rico it is the U.S. Coast Guard Marine Safety Office San Juan, Puerto Rico.  An electronic copy of the SAR Plan will be maintained in the U.S. Coast Guards MISLE database.

It is the vessel Operator’s responsibility to send revisions to the SAR plan to the U.S. Coast Guard. The SAR plan will be reviewed annually during the vessel’s Annual Safety Inspection to ensure the vessel operator is in compliance.

Purposes of the plans are mainly as follow:

· Enable early and efficient establishment of contact – in the event of an emergency – between a passenger ship, its operator’s shore based emergency response system and SAR services.


· Provide the SAR services with easily accessible and up-to-date information about the ship.


· Provide the ship and its operators with easily accessible information about SAR and other emergency services available in the ships area of operation.
