1.  This message announces the convening of the RFRS Training workshop, which will be held 18-22 Jul 2011 in Denver, CO.  The primary objective of this workshop is to provide provisional Reserve Program Administrators (RPA) and FTS personnel the tools and information needed to expertly manage reserve readiness and mobilization.  Workshop topics will include reserve participation requirements, AFC-90 budget execution, professional readiness and training, administrative and medical readiness, and mobilization.

2.  The intended audience is active duty and civilian personnel who are assigned to FTS billets in direct support of the reserve program.  This includes RPAs, reservists on ADOS-RC orders filling FTS billets, and personnel who will be assigned to FTS billets in 2011.  Active duty and civilian personnel who support the reserve program in their current billet but are not assigned to an FTS billet may also apply.  Personnel who previously attended RFRS training are not eligible to attend this workshop.

3.  The Reserve Mobilization/demobilization e-learning course is a prerequisite for this workshop.  It is available in CG Portal. From the CG Portal home page click on Learning Management System - Course Catalog - Human Resources - Reserve Mobilization/demobilization.  Proof of course completion must be provided with workshop requests.

4.  Personnel requesting a seat in this workshop must attend the entire course.  Applications must include command approval and the qualifying billet to which the applicant is assigned.
