Joint Professional Military Education (JPME) Phase 1

Information and Application Process
JPME Phase 1 is a Web Enabled Program that consists of three core courses with planned interaction between the students in the course and the instructor. The three core courses are Joint Maritime Operations (JMO), National Security Decision Making (NSDM), and Strategy and War (S&W). It does not make a difference in which order you take the three core courses. Upon completion of all three core courses in the Web Enabled Program the student is awarded the NWC College of Distance Education (CDE) diploma, JPME Phase I. Members are awarded 144 Reserve Retirement Points as well.

Coast Guard O-3s and above may apply for JPME Phase 1.

There is approximately a 4-5 month application queue. 

For all three courses expect about 4-6 hours worth of reading to meet the time frames advertised. The program also requires that sometime during the week (weeks go Wed to Tue) that you sign on to the web and do some exercise: such as a quiz, a short (1/2 page) paper, a posting to a discussion board, watching a video clip or two, etc.

Note: these are Command and Staff, Intermediate Level courses. The Navy does not offer ANY distance education Senior Level courses. You can only get NWC Senior Level or JPME Phase Two from the Navy by attending in residence to Newport for the 10 month course.
