Sector Safety Manager.  Under the direction and supervision of the Sector Commander, the Sector Operational Safety Manager shall:

	FUNCTIONAL RESPONSIBILITY

	Serve as Sector Safety Manager and advisor to the Sector Commanding Officer and units within the Sector Commanding Officer’s AOR, responsible for managing and ensuring compliance with, and execution of, operational safety, and compliance with established policies, programs and procedures.

	Deploy with Sector Operational Units to ensure an intimate knowledge of operational activities and risk inherent to such operations in order to develop optimal operational risk management strategies jointly with the operational community that minimize risk while enabling mission readiness and completion. 

	Analyze sector safety data for trends/patterns in injuries, illnesses, property damage, high potential incidents, and near misses to identify high-risk operations and high-risk off-duty activities.  

	Initiate comprehensive measures to control or eliminate unsafe and unhealthy conditions based on trend analysis that fosters prevention and reduces the severity and frequency of mishaps, working across the Coast Guard operational, engineering and safety elements to ensure optimal solutions based on component consensus.

	Serve on Mishap Investigation Boards to provide investigation process and human factors expertise.

	Execute periodic Sector-wide Safety Stand Downs and Safety Climate Surveys.

	Provide essential S&EH training to Sector units. 

	Coordinate integration of Operational Risk Management, Crew Endurance Management, and Team Coordination Training into Sector operations.

	Refer complex technical issues to the regional Safety and Environmental Health Officer (SEHO) for analysis and resolution, such as review of engineering plans/designs. 

	Submit recommendations to the HQ Safety and Environmental Health Office (CG-113) regarding training and continuing education requirements for the operational community.

	Initiate SEHO assistance for the conduct of comprehensive industrial hygiene/environmental health audits of Sector facilities and operations in order to detect health hazards and noncompliance with applicable safety and environmental health laws, regulations, standards, and procedures.

	Conduct operational risk analyses for work tasks within the Sector that includes work task descriptors, associated hazards and associated controls that eliminate or mitigate the hazards, leading to consistent and standardized safe work practices. 

	Make recommendations to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of Sector military and civilian employees by using the principles of safety and environmental/occupational health risk management.

	Manage and monitor unit safety coordinator activities, such as safety assessments, to ensure timely completion and abatement of identified hazards.

	Develop and monitor workload indicators, (e.g., number of site visits, number of assistance surveys completed, expenditures, etc.) to best use staff, funding, equipment, supplies, and facilities to support program management needs and to determine readiness status and requirements;

	Implement and manage the Sector on- and off-duty motor vehicle safety program.

	Provide safety oversight for contractor operations that take place on Sector property.

	Serve as the Sector liaison for technical assistance for disaster and mobilization planning to ensure continuity of operations; participate in disaster/emergency incident response.

	Submit annual administrative budget requirements to the Sector Commander.
