Mr. John V. Ketchum is the Historic Preservation Officer for the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), now part of the Department of Homeland Security. Appointed in 2001 as FEMA’s Federal Preservation Officer (FPO) by then FEMA Director Joe Allbaugh, Mr. Ketchum directs FEMA’s compliance with the National Historic Preservation Act and related laws. He also coordinates activities to ensure that cultural and historic resources receive appropriate assistance during delivery of FEMA programs. Previously, Mr. Ketchum served as senior staff support for the FEMA FPO, and was the emergency response coordinator for the National Institute for Conservation. 

Mr. Ketchum graduated, cum laude, with a B.A. in English literature from Knox College in Galesburg, Illinois. He resides in Washington, DC, where he was born and raised. 

Dave Reese

Mr. Reese has been a team leader and a senior agency expert in the Environmental Management Division within the Office of Civil Engineering in U.S. Coast Guard Headquarters since September 2002. He establishes policy and procedures to ensure that environmental stewardship matters are fully considered in the planning and programming of Coast Guard activities. He is also responsible for advising Coast Guard program managers on the appropriate scope and execution of their environmental planning efforts. With the transition of the Coast Guard to the Department of Homeland Security, Mr. Reese is helping to establish policy and procedures to ensure appropriate consideration of environmental stewardship matters in the new department. His other activities include providing environmental stewardship advice for the permitting of liquid natural gas deep water ports and for the development of regulations to control the introduction of aquatic nuisance species in ballast water from ships. During the spring and summer of 2002, Mr. Reese coordinated the overall Department of Transportation strategy and presentation for the United Nations sponsored World Summit on Sustainable Development in Johannesburg, South Africa. 

From 1999 through early 2002, he was team leader in the Shore Facilities Capital Asset Management Division, assisting with the transition of the Coast Guard's civil engineering program from a locally focused public works and facilities engineering effort to a strategically focused corporate shore portfolio management program. During this time, Mr. Reese led a real property divestiture performance improvement effort that resulted in the resolution of various constraints to expedite the divestiture of low performing real property assets. For the prior seven years, he was the Environmental Planning Team Leader, responsible for developing guidance and direction to ensure the environmental sustainability of Coast Guard operations nationwide and for the acquisition and maintenance of the portfolio of $21 billion in property, plant, and equipment.

Russ D'Hondt

Mr. D’Hondt is an Environmental Protection Specialist with the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement. Currently, he is the Environmental Program Manager for the U.S. Visitor and Immigrant Status Indication Technology (U.S. VISIT) Program Management Office. In this role, he is leading the implementation of multiple incremental programs to provide all environmental analysis and documentation supporting the deployment of the US VISIT system at 300 air, sea, and land ports of entry to the U.S. 

He has a diverse background in heavy industrial manufacturing, facilities operations, nuclear and non-nuclear ship repair, mechanical systems design, and environmental and natural resource management. This diversity of experience has been at the facility, national, and international level through 25 years of his federal career, as well as 11 years in private industry. 

Mr. D’Hondt entered federal service as a WG-8 pipefitter worker at Puget Sound Naval Shipyard in Bremerton, Washington in 1979. Over the past 15 years, he has served as the: Hazardous Waste Manager for Naval Air Station Bermuda 1988 - 1990, the Installation Restoration Program Manager for the Defense Depot in Memphis, Tennessee 1990-1992, the Regional Environmental Manager with the U.S. Navy Computer and Telecommunications Command in Guam 1992-1994, the National Environmental Policy Act Branch Manager for MCB Camp Pendleton 1994-1998, and as a Community Planner and Supervisor of the Program Support Division of MCAS Miramar 1998- 2001. 

In 1999, Mr. D’Hondt elected to serve as the forward deployed civilian Environmental Officer for Task Force Eagle in Bosnia-Herzegovina in support of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) peacekeeping operations. For his service, he received the U.S Army Commander's Award for Civilian Service, the NATO Medal for Peacekeeping operations in the former Yugoslavia, and the Armed Forces Civilian Service Medal. 

He has an undergraduate degree from the University of Memphis in Environmental and Safety Administration, a Masters in Public Administration with an environmental emphasis. In August of 2003, Mr. D’Hondt completed the Executive Leadership Program of the US Department of Agriculture, Graduate School. Currently, he is completing a graduate natural resources program at Virginia Tech University. 

He is a member of the National Association of Environmental Professionals, and is a Registered Environmental Manager with the National Registry of Environmental Professionals.

Kevin T. Feeney

Environmental Officer for Customs and Border Protection and Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement 

Kevin Feeney has over 30 years working in various aspects of environmental compliance, planning, and pollution prevention. He also has 18 years with the U.S. Navy. First, as a Lieutenant onboard the USS MIDWAY (CV-41), then working for the Assistant Secretary of the Navy, the Chief of Naval Operations, Naval Space and Naval Warfare Systems Command, Naval Air Systems Command, and the Navy Sea Systems Command. He then transferred to the Immigration and Naturalization Service. He holds a Masters of Public Administration in program planning and budgeting with a specialty in City Planning and graduated summa cum laude. Before the Navy he worked for both city and state government as a City Planner, for the Department of Natural Resources, and as a Legislative Fiscal Analyst. 

In 1990, he helped set up the Navy’s environmental program at the System Command level for both Naval Air Systems Command and then for Navy Submarine Systems Office. His experience with numerous major systems program’s planning, resource management, and overall program administration assisted in the development of these environmental programs. This work helped develop new approaches to submarine maintenance procedures that eliminated nearly all hazardous materials from depot overhaul. His development of the A-106 system was subsequently adopted by the Chief of Naval Operations and used as the budgeting tool for environmental projects for the Department of Defense. He has worked as a program analyst, budget analyst, assistant program manager, contracting officer, and environmental specialist. 

Since 1998, Mr. Feeney has been the Environmental Officer for the INS at Headquarters and has been involved in program and policy development through the Office of Facilities Planning and Policy performing National Environmental Policy Act analysis of all types of programs. He authored the INS NEPA Desk Guide, the DHS movie, It’s All About Planning - The National Environmental Policy Act, and other works. He now works for the Department of Homeland Security with the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement and the Bureau of Customs and Border Protection as the Environmental Officer.

Albert M. Manville, II, Ph.D.

Dr. Albert (Al) Manville is a wildlife biologist with the Division of Migratory Bird Management, U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service, Arlington, VA. He is the Service’s lead on issues related to anthropocentric causes of bird mortality both from structures and from fishery impacts. In addition, he is chair of the Communication Tower Working Group, the Wind Turbine Siting Working Group, The Avian Power Line Interaction Committee Service Steering Committee, and the Waterbird Bycatch Working Group, he co-chairs the Interagency Seabird Working Group, and represents the Service on the Wildlife Workgroup of the National Wind Coordinating Committee, on the Avian Power Line Interaction Committee, and on the Technical Advisory Committee for Audubon National Wildlife Refuge. 

Dr. Manville received a Bachelor of Science degree in zoology from Allegheny College (Meadville, PA) with a research focus on black bears. He received a Masters degree in natural resources and wildlife management from the University of Wisconsin, Stevens Point, studying the parasites and diseases of black bears. He earned a Ph.D. at Michigan State University in wildlife ecology and management, studying black bears in the wild using radio tracking devices to assess their movements, dispersion, den site selection, and survival, as well as the impact of humans on bear populations. He spent six summers conducting research in the Aleutian Islands on the impacts of marine debris on seabirds, sea lions, and seals; and studied impacts to seabirds from the Exxon Valdez oil spill for five years. Dr. Manville was also a Mandarin Chinese interpreter for the National Security Agency while in the U.S. Navy. 

Among many varied career positions, Dr. Manville was Records Coordinator for the Boone and Crockett Club has served as Director of Science Policy for Defenders of Wildlife, and was a member of the U.S. Scientific Delegation on High Seas Driftnetting which led to significant victories at the United Nations in stopping large-scale driftnet fishing worldwide. He helped write and pass seven federal environmental laws dealing with marine plastic debris, oil spills, and military plastic dumping. He chaired a coalition of more than 50 environmental groups that helped win $16.2 million in federal research appropriations to investigate marine entanglement issues. He founded the Nongame Coalition, and co-founded the Ad Hoc Advisory Committee on Plastics/Keystone Dialogue on Plastics which helped convince the Navy to stop all dumping of plastics worldwide. 

Dr. Manville was also the Executive Director of the Adirondack Mountain Club in Upstate New York. He has served on the Steering Committee of the Endangered Species Coalition in Washington, DC. In 1977, he became a branch chief with the Division of Migratory Bird Management with the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service where he now works as a senior wildlife biologist in charge of bird strike, policy, and international migratory bird issues for his division. In 1999, Dr. Manville received the Conservation Service Award from the Secretary of the Interior for bird conservation efforts with the electric utility industry. 

Dr. Manville has testified over 35 times in Congress and at other governmental bodies and conducted numerous research efforts globally. He has published more than 100 professional and popular papers and chapters, and given more than 100 invited presentations. He has served on the Editorial Advisory Board of the Nature Conservancy Magazine, was the wildlife consultant for the Walt Disney/Touchstone production of the movie White Fang, and has conducted hundreds of radio and television interviews and been extensively quoted in the print media. 

He has held faculty positions at Michigan State University, George Mason University, and the USDA Graduate School Evening Programs, and he currently is an adjunct professor for Johns Hopkins University teaching an evening graduate ecology course.

Druscilla J. Null

Druscilla Null is a member of the staff of the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation (ACHP), an independent federal agency that promotes the preservation, enhancement, and productive use of our nation's historic resources, and advises the President and Congress on national historic preservation policy. An employee of the ACHP since 1984, she joined its newly created Office of Preservation Initiatives in 2002 and is participating in development and implementation of the Preserve America program, a White House initiative developed in cooperation with the ACHP. Prior to that, her work at the ACHP involved reviewing the projects and programs of numerous federal agencies for compliance with Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act. A principal contributor in development of the ACHP’s training course on Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act, Druscilla also helped develop the ACHP’s publication, Protecting Historic Properties: A Citizen’s Guide to Section 106 Review. Prior speaking engagements have included presentations at conferences sponsored by the National Trust for Historic Presentation, Department of Defense, Federal Aviation Administration, Transportation Research Board, and Potomac Heritage Partnership. Prior to joining the ACHP staff, Druscilla worked as a historic preservation consultant, performing architectural and historical research and nominating properties to the National Register of Historic Places and local landmark lists. She also worked for the Historic American Buildings Survey, National Park Service.
