The proposed action includes several steps in the process of disposal of unused vessels: the decommissioning of currently operating vessels, determining them to be no longer needed by the U.S. Coast Guard, and any direct transfers that may occur to other Federal or non-Federal parties once the vessels are determined to be excess property by the Department of Transportation and surplus property by the General Services Administration.  As a part of this proposal, the U.S. Coast Guard will ensure that the vessels meet all appropriate environmental requirements for property transfer and disposal.  The Environmental Assessment (EA) found that the only area of potentially significant impact from the Coast Guard’s proposed action was the impact to the historic character of the vessels; however, the Coast Guard has committed to mitigation in the form of photo-documentation and the creation of historic narratives which will mitigate the potential for significant impacts to historic resources to an insignificant level. 

This finding of no significant impact is based on the attached USCG prepared environmental assessment which has been determined to adequately and accurately discuss the environmental issues and impacts of the proposed action and provides sufficient evidence and analysis for determining that an environmental impact statement is not required.
