This is the second quarterly edition of the Coast Guard Yard’s Superfund Update Bulletin for calendar year 2004.  The news bulletin is part of our ongoing effort to provide you with the latest Superfund related activity at the Coast Guard Yard.  Our goal is to extend open, continuous communication with members of the community, our tenants, and our employees regarding the Yard’s listing on the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) National Priorities List (NPL) as a Superfund site.  Superfund activities that have taken place over the past few months are provided below.

Remedial Investigation of Sites #4 & #7 – The Yard has completed the fieldwork for the Remedial Investigation (RI) of sites #4 and #7, the Salvage Lot and Burn Pit, respectively.  The waste cuttings and ground water from the drilling were removed from the site and properly disposed on May 10, 2004.  Tetra Tech NUS has begun the Ecological Risk Assessment and a Human Health Risk Assessment using the data collected during the fieldwork.

Work Plan For Site #1 – The Yard has begun to develop a remedial investigation work plan for the second investigation site, #1 - Drydock Sediments.

Technical Planning Committee Meeting – The Technical Planning Committee met on April 8, 2004.  The Committee consists of members from the EPA, MDE (Maryland Department of the Environment), Coast Guard, and Tetra Tech NUS.  Assumptions and factors for the risk assessments were discussed.  The Master Work Plan, Sites #4 & #7 Work Plan, and Site Management Plan were discussed and finalized.  Changed pages will be developed and inserted into the plans.  The final plans will be available in the Yard’s repository at North County Library for review.  The Committee agreed that the next site to evaluate will be Site #1.

TMDL – The Yard has agreed to participate in a voluntary Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) program partnership between the local community, local businesses and industry, EPA Region 3 and MDE.  A TMDL is established by using a broad watershed model to develop standards with the goal of source control and improvement of overall water quality.

Underground Storage Tank (UST) Clean-Up – In March, an oil/water separator and granular activated carbon filter (GAC) system was installed to treat groundwater prior to discharge to Arundel Cove.  Groundwater is currently being pumped from three recovery sumps to prevent overflow.  After the start-up of the treatment system, discharge samples taken in March, April and May were below MDE required thresholds, and only clean water is being discharged.

Community Advisory Group – The Community Advisory Group (CAG) held meetings on March 3, 2004 and June 2, 2004.  A new secretary was elected, Ms. Martha Jerome.  The primary function of the CAG is to foster community awareness and promote community involvement as government agencies and the public engage in coordinated dialogue on various Superfund related topics.  Future CAG meetings are scheduled for September lst and December lst at 7 p.m. in the Yard’s Dydock Club.
