Military Support Division

You should think of our SPO as your SPO away from home.  We will be glad to support you in any way that we can.

Educational Services Officer
The Yard is an EOCT Library unit.  Every EOCT is available for administration.  Members may contact Chief, Military Personnel Branch directly to schedule a test time/date.  If you are here during a Service Wide Exam week, you may either transfer your exams to our ESO, or conduct your exams alongside our commands.  Contact the ESO for assistance.
