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Baltimore, MD - The 76-year-old Coast Guard Barque EAGLE arrived at the Coast Guard Yard on October 4, 2011 to begin an 18-week repair availability that included overhaul of the main mast and bowsprit; refurbishment of the figure head and stern board; hull assessment; bilge inspection; pilot house repair, and removal and repair of the shaft and propeller.  Despite the unique challenges of working on a riveted steel hull and a square rigging sailing vessel, tradesmen accomplished the jobs during dry-dock of EAGLE on the Yard's shiplift from October 11, 2011 thru January 8, 2012.
