IS IT ADVISABLE TO BRING DEPENDENTS ALONG WHEN REPORTING? No, call the unit and talk to the XO or your sponsor regarding housing for dependents upon arrival.  Typically there will be time to make housing arrangements prior to brining the family for the first time to the new duty station.  It is a priority of this command to make sure the member and the family is settled in prior to requiring the member to report for work.  
The housing application form (CG-5267) is located on page six.  Page two is filled out by the housing office.  Page six may be printed and filled out, or request the form from the ADMIN staff at Cape May and fill it out well in advance.  Remember, this is very important in order to get housing lined up correctly and early enough so it’s ready when you arrive.  This is your responsibility!
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
